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OUT-OF-BODY EXPERIENCE, PURE BEING AND METAPHYSICS

Purpose. The author will show that metaphysical concepts and the concepts of empirical sciences derive from
experience. The only difference is that metaphysical concepts derive from unusual experience, i.e. out-of-body
experience, while empirical sciences — from usual one. The example set metaphysical concept of pure being.
Methodology. In order to obtain this goal the author uses two methods. The first one is comparative method.
With the help of this method the stories of men who experienced clinical death and returned to life are compared
with the famous philosophers’ metaphysical statements (Plato, Descartes, and Bonaventura). The second one is
transpersonal method. It helps to study the peculiarities of the extraordinary experience in the state of clinical
death or mystical ecstasy. Such experience lies in experience of transcendence, pure being as light, ultimate
awareness of truth, which are identical to the metaphysical statements of philosophers and mystics. These ulti-
mate experiences belong to different people, who lived and grown in different cultures, but nevertheless meta-
physical statements of philosophers or mystics and statements of the ordinary people who experienced clinical
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death are the same. Therefore we can say that out-of-body experience is transpersonal. Originality. Metaphysics
is neither speculative nor withdrawn from experience of a human being sphere. It arises from out-of-body experi-
ence while empirical sciences — from usual experience. Therefore, metaphysical concepts, in particular, pure be-
ing, are empirical, because they are based also on (extraordinary) experience. In general, metaphysics becomes
possible on the basis of out-of-body experience. Conclusions. In this article the author argues that the concepts of
metaphysics are not a priori because they originate from out-of-body experience that is from the experience of the
distinction between body and soul or body and mind. As a result of such experience appear, for instance, Plato’s
metaphysics, Descartes’ metaphysics, and the Christian mysticism of Bonaventure, which theoretical constructs
are deriving from experience of pure being (light). In this context metaphysics is seen as the path of gradual sepa-
ration of a human being from his or her physical body, i.e. “the art of dying” (Plato). Therefore, the author proves
that there are no a priori concepts. All concepts are aposteriori, in empirical sciences and in metaphysics as well.
We simply talk about two different experiences: usual and unusual experience. The author also argues that there
is direct connection between out of body experience and metaphysics, mystics. In the case of out-of-body experi-
ence, the temporary death of a human being is the cause of his/her change in perception of himself/herself and the
world; it is the cause of metaphysical knowledge.

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PHILOSOPHIC AND CLINICAL DISCOURSE OF THE TWENTIETH
CENTURY

The purpose is to identify common and distinctive features of concepts and methodology of the problem of subject
within different discourses, implicitly or explicitly relevant to the definition of "clinical” mode of human existence. The
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research methodology combines techniques of discourse analysis and basic principles of historical and philosophical
studies. Originality of the research lies in definition of the clinical philosophical discourse as a special communicative
process, where utterances not only focus on disease syndromes, and reveal phenomenology of inner experience of a
pathological self, but also structure a certain type of sociality. Clinical discourse represents the space where the patient
is treated not as a subject but as an object of disease. Ontology of clinical discourse prevails over ontology of disease,
since its structures determine the notion of disease as such. Categorization of the disease, the idea of disease as a
phenomenon subdued to professional authority leads to the idea of the need for patient’s isolation from the natural
environment and removing him to special social institutions. The clinicist doctrines share the intention to reduce the
patient’s self to its bodily dimension, while ignoring social determinants of psychological deviations. Conclusions of
the study are summarized in the following positions: the current clinical discourse is based on the positivist-biological
trend in humanitarian knowledge and it is the basis for the production and reproduction of medical and pharmaceutical
repressive ideology; criticism of philosophical clinical discourse opens the possibility of overcoming the dominance of
purely clinicist discourse; such a transformation is possible only after a paradigm shift in understanding the category of
subject.

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EMOTIONS AND REASONING IN MORAL DECISION MAKING

Purpose of the research is the study of relationship between emotional and rational factors in moral decisions
making. Methodology. The work is primarily based on the analysis and synthesis of the main empirical studies of
the problem, each of which uses the methods of those sciences in which they were conducted (neurosciences).
Originality. In general, the process of moral decision making cannot be described by a single simple model that
would see only emotional or rational factor in foundation of this process. Moral decision making is characterized by
different types of interaction between emotions and rational considerations. The influence of emotional and rational
factors on moral decision is nonlinear: moral decision, which person makes, isn’t proportional to those emotions that
preceded it and isn't unambiguously determined by them, because rational reasoning and contextual factors can
significantly change it. Similarly, the reasoning that precede the decision is not necessarily reflected in the decision,
because it can be significantly corrected by those emotions that accompany it. Conclusions. The process of moral
decision making involves complex, heterogeneous interaction between emotional and rational factors. There are
three main types of such interaction: first, the reasoning serves to rationalize prior emotional response; second, there
are cases when reasoning precedes emotional reactions and determines it; third, interaction between these factors is
characterized by cyclic causality (emotion impacts reasoning, which in turn impacts emotions). The influence of
emotions or rational reasoning on moral decision is nonlinear.

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PHILOSOPHICAL-CULTURAL CONCEPTION OF TELEVISION
AS A VISUAL PRACTICE OF XX-XXI CENTURY

Purpose of the article is to analyze the philosophical and cultural ideas about television, which is a leading
visual practice of XX century. It does not lose its relevance in the beginning of the XXI. The role of television lies in
visual presentation and formation of the basic norms of taste and traditions of different social groups. Television is
the leading communicative practice, which consideration is represented differently in modern science. Research
methodology involves an appeal to the philosophical and cultural concepts, representing different approaches to the
understanding of television. The paper considers the views of Western scholars, such as R. Arnheim, M. Wolff, A.
Kroker, G. Lipovetsky, M. McLuhan, D. Mulvin, J. Mittell, N. Postman, L. Saffhil, J. Sterne, E. Thompson, J. Fiske,
S. Shapiro. During analysis of the issue of the specific nature of television content the works of Russian scientists —
T. Savitskaya, N. Samutina and Polish contemporary author — R. Sapenko were used. Originality lies in the
depiction of the main approaches to the study of television as a visual communicative practice. Deployment of the
author's position within the designated issues is presented as a historical digression — from the first attempts at
understanding the phenomenon of television to the newest scientific theories that have found expression in
contemporary American philosophical and cultural thought. Results of the study can be used in the training course
"Visual communication and practices". Conclusions indicated that the majority of contemporary visual practices
based on certain patterns, embedded TV. Despite the emergence of new media practices, TV does not lose
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relevance, everywhere present in the culture, which means that his research will allow a better understanding of the
specificity of cultural creativity process.

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COEVOLUTIONARY SEMANTICS OF TECHNOLOGICAL
CIVILIZATION GENESIS AND EVOLUTIONARY RISK
(BETWEEN THE BIOAESTHETICS AND BIOPOLITICS)

Purpose (metatask) of the present work is to attempt to give a glance at the problem of existential and anthropo-
logical risk caused by the contemporary man-made civilization from the perspective of comparison and confronta-
tion of aesthetics, the substrate of which is emotional and metaphorical interpretation of individual subjective values
and politics feeding by objectively rational interests of social groups. In both cases there is some semantic gap pre-
sent between the represented social reality and its representation in perception of works of art and in the political
doctrines as well. Methodology of the research is evolutionary anthropological comparativistics. Originality of the
conducted analysis comes to the following: As the antithesis to biological and social reductionism in interpretation
of the phenomenon of bio-power it is proposed a co-evolutionary semantic model in accordance with which the de-
scribed semantic gap is of the substantial nature related to the complex module organization of a consistent and
adaptive human strategy consisting of three associated but independently functional modules (genetic, cultural and
techno-rational). Evolutionary trajectory of all anthropogenesis components including civilization cultural and so-
cial-political evolution is identified by the proportion between two macro variables — evolutionary effectiveness and
evolutionary stability (sameness), i.e. preservation in the context of consequential transformations of some invari-
ants of Homo sapiens species specificity organization. It should be noted that inasmuch as in respect to human, some
modules of the evolutionary (adaptive) strategy assume self-reflection attributes, it would be more correctly to state
about evolutionary correctness, i.e. correspondence to some perfection. As a result, the future of human nature de-
pends not only on the rationalist principles of ethics of Homo species (the archaism of Jurgen Habermas), but also
on the holistic and emotionally aesthetic image of «Self». In conclusion it should be noted that there is a causal link
between the development of High Hume (NBIC) technologies and the totality of the trend in the anthropological
phenomenon of bio-power that permeates all the available human existence in modern civilization. As a result, there
is a transformation of a contemporary social (man-made) risk in the evolutionary civilization risk.

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THE DESIRE FOR RECOGNITION IN THE CONTEXT OF
FRANCIS FUKUYAMA’S UNIVERSAL HISTORY

Introduction. Francis Fukuyama in his famous book “The End of History and the Last Man” assumes that hu-
man history should be considered as the battle of ideologies that reaches its goal in the universalization of Western
liberal democracy. Author’s ideas have gained many supporters. At the same time, they were subjected to severe
criticism that reflected the important trends of political life and ideological preferences. Leaving aside the criticism
based on geopolitical and civilizational confrontation and confusion which confronts Fukuyama’s theory, it should
be stated that anthropological aspect of Fukuyama’s theory has vastly evaded philosophical comprehension. Pur-
pose. This article attempts to test Fukuyama’s theory through the lens of philosophical anthropology and analyze
human desire for recognition in the context of Fukuyama’s World History. Methodology. The analysis is focused on
human desire for recognition as a significant dimension of human nature. The author has used hermeneutical meth-
odology and anthropological integrative approach. Theoretical basis and results. Fukuyama is not satisfied by
merely economic interpretation of history emphasizing that human is not simply an economic animal. Economic
development fails to explain why people advocate the principles of liberal democracy. The author goes back to He-
gel’s non-materialistic view of history based on the struggle for recognition. According to Fukuyama, this deeply
rooted human desire for recognition is the great motor of history and cause of tyranny, conflicts, and wars. But at the
same time, it also acts as a psychological foundation of many virtues — the spirit of citizenship, courage, and justice.
Throughout history, this desire for recognition was not satisfied. Only modern liberal democracy provides universal
recognition of all humans ensuring and protecting their rights. Originality. Fukuyama’s concept is important and
interesting because it draws attention to the sphere of human values, which essentially influences the basis of per-
sonality structure. Unlike traditional liberalism, which focuses on materialism and justice, Fukuyama considers the
struggle for recognition, the spiritual search for human dignity and equality (or superiority) the major component of
social transformation. Human acts as a central point of political, cultural, economical space: he/she is the creator and
the creation. Conclusions. Over time, the concept of Fukuyama has undergone significant changes. Modern civiliza-
tion has been facing with an acute problem of growing inequality, serious financial crisis, political havoc and mili-
tary conflicts, migrants and refugees problem. But so far the idea of liberal democracy has no real competitors.

troductio aspect of civilization theory. The author talks

Yoshihiro Francis Fukuyama, the famous
American philosopher, political scientist, and
political economist in his book “The End of His-
tory and the Last Man” used modernization the-
ory in explaining the grandiose events during the
late 20th century period. He brought existing
theories and ideas into line with global trends.
Fukuyama’s theory was designed during the de-
struction of the authoritarian regimes and the
establishment of democracy. At that time, a tri-
umph of the market economy and global mod-
ernization seemed inevitable. The relevance of
the “end of history” concept thus consists in cre-
ating a new political and philosophical paradigm
in the context of the modernization approach.

about the ups and downs of such ideologies as
absolutism, fascism and communism. He as-
sumes that human history should be considered
as the battle of ideologies that reaches its goal in
the universalization of Western liberal democra-
cy. Fukuyama argues that although the goal has
not been reached in the material world, the idea
of the Western liberalism is becoming dominant.

Author’s ideas have gained many supporters.
At the same time, they were subjected to severe
criticism that reflected the important trends of
political life and ideological preferences. S.
Huntington characterized it as a harmonious
world paradigm based on the premise that the
end of the “cold war” brought an end to a large-
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scale geopolitical conflict. However, as he stat-
ed: “The one harmonious world paradigm is
clearly far too divorced from reality to be a use-
ful guide to the post-Cold War world” [11, p.
32]. Some researchers have argued that Fuku-
yama’s theory is the personification of the West-
ern ideas, the rationale for the Western expan-
sion, apologia for the rights of the “golden bil-
lion”, the confrontation between the Atlanticist
world and Eurasia [1; 2]. However, these con-
cepts, when empirically tested, does not seem to
offer much explanation. There is also a trend to
interpret Fukuyama’s concept within the broader
philosophical discourse [3; 12].

Leaving aside the criticism based on geopo-
litical and civilizational confrontation and con-
fusion, which confronts Fukuyama’s theory, |
am inclined to agree with Chan-young Yang,
who states: «The overwhelming majority (not
all) of the misconceptions about Fukuyama are
products of inadequate communication rather
than misinterpretation. Many commentators tend
to read Fukuyama selectively, skipping the sec-
tions where he artfully addresses the raised and
potential objections» [15].

Having experienced phenomenal success, the
theory of Fukuyama faced with challenges.
Thus, soon after the Soviet Union collapse, vari-
ous conflicts have broken out with the renewed
vigor, and Fukuyama’s concept was declared to
be obsolete. The scientist continued to defend
his position, but his views have undergone sig-
nificant changes. Initially Fukuyama tried to
explain the challenges of time in terms of desire
for recognition, economy, and science. Later
thinker had to explain the problems of societies
in transition, growing flames of ethnic and reli-
gious conflicts, withdrawal from democracy in
terms of culture. He interpreted culture as the
basis for identity of society and the necessary
condition for effective economic development
and liberal democracy. At the beginning of the
21st century he reviewed his position and be-
came an active supporter of a strong state [9]. In
general, Fukuyama rejects the idea of accelerat-
ing the process of democracy dissemination and
puts new emphasis on the explanation of histori-
cal development. He proposes new estimates
and projections. Analyzing the mass protests
swept across the world in recent years — from
Brazil to Egypt and Turkey — scientist focuses

on the revolutions of the new global middle
class: “Everywhere it has emerged, a modern
middle class causes political ferment, but only
rarely has it been able, on its own, to bring about
lasting political change” [10]. However, despite
all the difficulties, the movement of the middle
class dissatisfied with its social alienation is
gaining strength, that is why “no politician in the
U.S. or Europe should look down complacently
on the events unfolding in the streets of Istanbul
and S@o Paulo. It would be a grave mistake to
think, “It can’t happen here” [10].

Sometimes the concept of Fukuyama is in-
terpreted as follows: nothing important is going
to happen in the human history. However, the
thinker does not mean that nothing will happen
in the future. He rather stresses that liberal de-
mocracy as the system has no serious competi-
tors today (after the collapse of communism and
fascism). Fukuyama is wrongly interpreted as
apologist for American triumphalism as the only
one possible glorious end of human history.
Though, for Fukuyama, not USA but the Euro-
pean Union has become the most realistic em-
bodiment of his ideas [14].

Anthropological aspect of Fukuyama’s theo-
ry has vastly evaded philosophical comprehen-
sion. However, the problem of human nature is a
key factor in understanding the dynamics of
civilizational process and, thus, in defining the
horizons of human future [5]. Carefully analyz-
ing underlying motivations of the human
soul/psyche, Fukuyama leaves room for multi-
faceted human development and, respectively,
for the world’s future project.

Purpose

This article attempts to test Fukuyama’s the-
ory through the lens of the contradictory human
nature and analyze human desire for recognition
in the context of Fukuyama’s World History.

Methodology

In the context of the research | do not appeal
to philosophical anthropology as a particular
approach/paradigm represented by M. Scheler,
H. Plessner, A. Gehlen. Instead, philosophical
anthropology is understood as a “discipline
within philosophy that seeks to unify the several
empirical investigations of human nature in an
effort to understand individuals as both creatures
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of their environment and creators of their own
values” [13].

The analysis is focused on human desire for
recognition as a significant dimension of human
nature.

Theoretical basis and results

According to the researcher, liberal democ-
racy may constitute the “end point of mankind’s
ideological evolution” and the “final form of
human government”, that is, the so-called end of
history. As Fukuyama states, his views are criti-
cized because of misunderstanding of the notion
“history” used by the author. Critics understand
history as a sequence of events, while Fukuyama
defines it as “a single, coherent, evolutionary
process, when taking into account the experience
of all peoples in all times” [8, p. xii]. For the
further exploration of history with its beginning
and end, Fukuyama uses Hegel’s concept of “the
end of history” along with its later interpretation
given by Russian-born French philosopher A.
Kojeve. For Hegel, the French Revolution was
an event that marked the triumph of the liberal
and democratic system. While actually existing
society has not yet reached this state, the idea of
universal human rights to liberty and govern-
ment with the consent of the governed have been
implemented in the form of ideology. According
to A. Kojéve, dissemination of liberal ideas will
significantly contribute to resolving religious,
ethnic and political conflicts inherent in previous
history, and economic activity will be the main
area of human rivalry.

Following Hegel, Fukuyama examines ideas
as the driving force of history. Hegel interprets
these ideas as ideologies that include political
doctrine along with religious, cultural, and moral
values of society. Ideologies, without affecting
the material world directly, nevertheless have a
significant impact on global development. Ac-
cording to Hegel, the ideology is the basic factor
that guides the movement of the world in the
long run. Thus, for a deep awareness of all that
is happening in the world it is necessary to take
into account the history of ideologies. Contem-
porary economic policy, which interprets the
world only in terms of needs, desires and purely
rational actions, can not fully interpret life
choices per se. For example, to explain the suc-
cess of Asian Tigers from the perspective of the

viability of the free market without taking into
account the social aspects of the work ethic,
thrift and other moral qualities is to ignore the
role of ideology in all modern world events. Fu-
kuyama emphasizes the importance of this ar-
gument, because it means that economic liberal-
ism does not generate a liberal policy on its own,
or vice versa, but both of these components are
the result of the previous development of con-
sciousness.

Fukuyama makes two parallel attempts to de-
fine a universal history. The first is to find mod-
ern science’s regulators that explain the direc-
tion and logic of history. He believes that mod-
ern science is the only one important social ac-
tivity, which has a significant impact on all soci-
eties. The logic of modern science promotes
universal evolution in the direction of capital-
ism, since the experience of the Soviet Union,
China and other socialist countries indicates that
over recent decades centrally planned economy
(although it was sufficient to achieve the level of
industrialization in the middle of the 20th centu-
ry) has been becoming inadequate for the devel-
opment of the complex post-industrial economic
system, in which information and technical in-
novations play a significant role.

However, Fukuyama is not satisfied by mere-
ly economic interpretation of history emphasiz-
ing that human is not simply an economic ani-
mal. Economic development fails to explain why
people advocate the principles of liberal democ-
racy. That is why the thinker offers the parallel
option for defining history that considers human
as a whole. The author goes back to Hegel’s
non-materialistic view of history based on the
struggle for recognition: “Man differs funda-
mentally from the animals, however, because in
addition he desires the desire of other men, that
is, he wants to be “recognized”. In particular, he
wants to be recognized as a human being, that is,
as a being with a certain worth or dignity. This
worth in the first instance is related to his will-
ingness to risk his life in a struggle over pure
prestige. For only man is able to overcome his
most basic animal instincts — chief among them
his instinct for self-preservation — for the sake of
higher, abstract principles and goals” [8, p. xvi].
People come into the fight, and the fear of death
submits the weaker (in terms of fear) to the
stronger. That is the way the relationship “mas-
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ter — slave” is emerged. The stakes in this
bloody game are not food, shelter or safety, but
prestige in its purest form. Following Hegel, the
author sees a glimmer of human freedom in this
battle determined by non-biological needs.

According to Hegel, the contradiction “dom-
ination — subordination” has been overcome as a
result of the French Revolution (Fukuyama adds
the American Revolution): this contradiction
was “replaced” by universal and mutual human
recognition. State recognizes human dignity by
granting him/her rights. Fukuyama emphasizes
that Hegelian interpretation of liberal democracy
and its Anglo-Saxon interpretation vary signifi-
cantly. In Anglo-Saxon liberalism the quest for
recognition should be subordinated to the en-
lightened self-interest.

The desire for recognition — thymos — is in-
herent (or should be inherent) in human nature.
Thymos is the Platonic conception introduced in
“The Republic”. It can be understood as longing
for recognition and need for approval, that is, the
respect of human dignity. Thymos is one of
three parts of the human soul; the other two are
the reasoning and desiring parts. This desire for
recognition Fukuyama considers as the great
motor of history and cause of tyranny, conflicts,
and wars. But at the same time, it also acts as a
psychological foundation of many virtues — the
spirit of citizenship, courage, and justice. Con-
formism with his/her own conscience is regard-
ed as the opposition to the recognition: it mani-
fests narrowly selfish desires to obtain every
material gain and has little to do with the recog-
nition.

Economic human (with prevailing desiring
part of the soul) demonstrates conformism, since
his/her desire replaces the striving for recogni-
tion. Recognition seekers fight for their dignity
as well as for their fellow citizens. Economic
man, the consumer is guided primarily by de-
sires and reason, calculation and personal gain,
while recognition seekers are deeply motivated
to rise up and fight back in order to demand
recognition for their value, the value of their
group or class. From this perspective, racism,
nationalism, feminism and the like can be ex-
plained.

But not all people want to be evaluated as
equal to others: they seek to be recognized as
superior to others. Such inflated self-esteem is

megalothymia. Megalothymia displays itself as
tyranny, nationalism, imperialism, etc. Its oppo-
site is isothymia, the desire to be recognized as
equal to each other. “Megalothymia and isothy-
mia together constitute the two manifestations of
the desire for recognition around which the his-
torical transition to modernity can be under-
stood” [8, p.182].

Throughout almost all of the human history,
the desire for recognition was not satisfied. The
slaves did not win recognition of their own
worth, their humanity. But the masters were not
satisfied too, as the slaves were not the “right
esteemers” because their humanity was not
complete. The masters have sought recognition
by the other masters, and this search was linked
to the struggle that resulted in turning weaker
into a slave. The lack of recognition by the mas-
ters motivated the slaves to change the world
around them. In the work process, the slaves
learned to transform nature, use the tools for the
production of consumer goods, produce more
advanced tools, thus, they invented new tech-
nologies. Respectively, science and technology
and at the same time the idea of freedom are the
inventions of the slaves who were dissatisfied
with the contradiction between the idea of free-
dom and its implementation. Thus, the historical
progress has been made by the slaves.

Modern liberal democracy provides universal
recognition of all humans ensuring and protect-
ing their rights. Any child born in the liberal
states is entitled to certain rights that are recog-
nized by the other people and the state. People’s
self-government abolishes the distinction be-
tween the masters and the slaves: everyone is
assigned to at least a small dominant role. Dom-
ination takes the form of democratic laws dis-
semination. These laws are certain universal
rules under which any human is his/her own
master. Thus, the recognition becomes mutual:
the state guarantees the rights of the citizens, and
the citizens agree to abide by its laws. The only
limitation on these rights is the situation when
they occur to be self-contradictory, “when the
exercise of one right interferes with the exercise
of another” [8, p.203].

Under liberal democracy — the best govern-
ance option characterized by the disappearance
of the fundamental contradictions — mutual re-
spect and recognition will be realized in the
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form of universal rights; unequal recognition of
the masters and the slaves will be replaced by
universal and mutual recognition; all citizens
will recognize each other’s human dignity. In
the future, levels of military conflicts will be-
come less and less intense, though the probabil-
ity that small conflicts will escalate remains. Of
course, not all social problems will be solved;
the tension between liberty and equality will
exist: there are no such things as absolute free-
dom or absolute equality. However, according to
Fukuyama, it is liberal democracy that is the best
option of social political development. Humani-
ty moves toward liberal democracy that will re-
place the irrational desire to be recognized as
superior by the rational desire to be recognized
as equal among equals.

Originality

Fukuyama’s concept is not limited to eco-
nomic explanation of liberal triumphalism. It is
important and interesting because it draws atten-
tion to the sphere of human values that essential-
ly influences the basis of personality structure.
Unlike traditional liberalism, which focuses on
materialism and justice, Fukuyama considers the
struggle for recognition, the spiritual search for
human dignity and equality (or superiority) the
major component of social transformation. Hu-
man acts as a central point of political, cultural,
economical space: he/she is the creator and the
creation. An American researcher considers lib-
eral democracy to be not just the last, but also
the best regime aimed at achieving the highest
good. Fukuyama was often accused of excessive
optimism, anticipation of the euphoria that en-
genders the illusion of harmony. However, the
author of the “End of History” is fully aware of
the challenges the future society and its citizen —
the “last man” — will face: “The passion for
equal recognition — isothymia — does not neces-
sarily diminish with the achievement of greater
de facto equality and material abundance, but
may actually be stimulated by it” [8, p. 295]. On
the other hand, the desire to be superior to others
is manifested in all aspects of human life:
“Thymos is the side of man that deliberately
seeks out struggle and sacrifice, that tries to
prove that the self is something better and higher
than a fearful, needy, instinctual, physically de-
termined animal. Not all men feel this pull but

for those who do, thymos cannot be satisfied by
the knowledge that they are merely equal in
worth to all other human beings” [8, p.304]. The
question of the human future and the ways to
harmonize the three parts of human soul — the
desire, thymos and reason — is still yet to be an-
swered: “to the extent that liberal democracy is
successful at purging megalothymia from life
and substituting for it rational consumption, we
will become last men. But human beings will
rebel at this thought. That is, they will rebel at
the idea of being undifferentiated members of a
universal and homogeneous state, each the same
as the other no matter where on the globe one
goes. They will want to be citizens rather than
bourgeois, finding the life of masterless slavery
— the life of rational consumption — in the end,
boring. They will want to have ideals by which
to live and die, even if the largest ideals have
been substantively realized here on earth, and
they will want to risk their lives even if the in-
ternational state system has succeeded in abol-
ishing the possibility of war. This is the “contra-
diction” that liberal democracy has not yet
solved” [8, p.314].

Reading Fukuyama’s book, we are faced
with his peculiar interpretation of thymos as the
driving force of history. Fukuyama interprets A.
Kojeve, who, in turn, interprets Hegel. It was
subjected to serious criticism [4]. However, crit-
icizing, we can “throw out the baby with the
bath water”. Let us remember that the whole
history of humanity with its diverse ideas and
opportunities, cultural and civilizational con-
cepts is more or less successful interpretation of
interpretations. “There are no facts, only inter-
pretations”, F. Nietzsche says. I think that the
author’s intention to consider human as an active
creator of history who might determine its final
destination is an important and valuable aspect
of “The End of History”.

Conclusions

Certainly, humanity has not reached a bright-
er future yet. Modern civilization has been fac-
ing with a serious consequence of a financial
crisis, political havoc and military conflicts, mi-
grants and refugees problem, as well as with
growing inequality that, in fact, appears to be an
unsatisfied desire for recognition. “American
democracy is finally responding to the rise of
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inequality and the economic stagnation experi-
enced by most of the population. Social class is
now back at the heart of American politics,
trumping other cleavages — race, ethnicity, gen-
der, sexual orientation, geography — that had
dominated discussion in recent elections” [6].
But it is still not too late and so far the idea of
liberal democracy has no real competitors [7].

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GREEK «®YXIX» AS THE BASIS OF GENDER STEREOTYPES

Purpose. Considering the fact that the concept «by nature» formed the basis of diametrically different
approaches to the interpretation of the place and role of women not only in Greek society, but determined the gender
relations up to this time, the article examines the features of the interpretation of the term «nature» («@¥Ooig») in
Greek outlook and the impact of natural-philosophical ideas on the evolution of gender relations of Ancient period.
Methodology of the study is caused by interdisciplinary approach, involving not only the use of scientific methods
such as analysis, synthesis and generalization and so on. Basic principles of philosophical hermeneutics,
hypothetical-deductive method and contextual analysis are used at the same time. Originality lies in the denial of
existing idea in contemporary intellectual discourse that the concept «by nature» is a conceptual prerequisite for
ensuring gender inequality. Against this background, it is shown that gender equality and inequalities are both
caused by the dominant in the public worldview meta-narrative paradigm and specific features of interpretation of
the concept «by nature» (or «nature»). So when nature is seen in physiological or empirical sense, it establishes a
pattern of gender inequality. The same can occur in cases of dogmatization and mythologizing of empiricism, which
appears on the ideological level as a meta-narrative. However, when the concept of «nature» acquires metaphysical
meaning and is viewed as a kind of potentiality that is actualized in the presence of favorable conditions
prerequisites of gender equality are emerging. Conclusions. Having considered the proposed by Greek philosophy
approaches to gender interaction as a kind of stereotypes, we conclude that the development of gender relations in

individual historical terms was caused by the specificity of the dominant narrative of life and world order.

Topicality

Fundamental changes that have taken place
in the public consciousness of the postmodern
era, would completely destroy the traditional
stereotypes about the role of men and women
beginning in socio-cultural existence, assured by
the idea of gender equality.

However, the destruction process of gender
bias and stereotypes occurs not only situational-
ly, but also accompanied by a number of contra-
dictory phenomena. Thus, there has remained
distinct up to this day the intention to preserve
the traditional patriarchal foundations of social
interaction, which is usually supported not only
by representatives of «strong» but «weaker» sex.

However, at the level of everyday life and in-
tellectual discourse there has been recorded a
kind of «crisis of masculinity» [18], accompa-
nied by a sharp criticism of men. More and more
frequently one can hear accusations addressed to
the traditionally dominant sex that they do not
meet the demands of the time, its image, group
identity and values are outdated and do not cor-

respond to the idea of a «real man». At the same
time there continue to exist and develop ideal-
ized notions of «true (or eternal) love», «true
friendship», «image of femininity» and so on. In
other words, despite the death of «meta-
narrative», which is the main characteristic of
the postmodern era, peculiar worldview dogma-
tism is inherently present in early societies,
which usually is the basis of mythological think-
ing [20, p.13].

Reception of mythological dogmatism re-
garding the role and importance of femininity
and masculinity in social and cultural existence
of modern society actualize research, on the one
hand, of patterns of gender changes taking place
today, and on the other hand, of the ideological
and socio-cultural factors that contributed to the
development and strengthening of patriarchal
aspects of women (or men) in the family and
society. At the same time, we believe, that the
question of the internal perception of the woman
of her own state and the factors that contributed
to the change in attitude of both sexes as for
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their places in the world is relevant and timely
[29].

Much attention is paid to dogmatism inherent
to gender problems, which even today is per-
ceived by society and both sexes, not as a re-
pressive factor, but as quite natural phenomenon
that stems from human nature and characteristics
of their functions in society.

In other words, the concept of a «real man»
and the subordinate place of a woman and the
«image of femininity», are manifested in the
form of myth or dogmatic «image of the indi-
vidual» [20, p.13] that is permanently manifest-
ed in different historical and socio-cultural peri-
ods either as a kind of gender stereotypes, or as a
live and natural reality. In our opinion, each of
the above cases concerns underlined by Alexan-
der Losev [20, p.13] fetishisation even typical of
the ancient thinking concepts «by nature» and
gender equality. We come across the under-
standing of these problems and projects of their
decision for the first time in the works of Plato
and Aristotle, who make the polar conclusions
justifying the concept «by nature». For example,
Plato in the Socratic dialogue «Republic» or
«Politeia» revealing the image of the ideal state,
states about the need for gender equality, which
justifies the principle «by naturex». It is signifi-
cant that this concept is interpreted in a broad
anthropological dimension by a philosopher, as
Plato is talking not about the «nature» of a man
and a woman, but the «nature» of a person, that
varies little by gender [23, p.145]. It is interest-
ing that the philosopher justifies this idea not
only by his own philosophical principles of phil-
osophical concepts, but also on the basis of the
observation of natural world, particularly wild-
life.

Thus, taking into account the fact that the
forces of nature are equally present in both sex-
es, Plato argues that women can be engaged in
the same activities as men can. For example,
according to Plato, women can equally with men
hold public office, be engaged in military ser-
vice and national defense as well as get the same
education as men do. The woman, according to
the philosopher must learn not only music, but
also do gymnastics and military affairs (art).
However, a philosopher is fully aware that his
thoughts can cause confusion, because they are
contrary to the customary rules of the Greek so-

ciety [23, p.133].

Unlike Plato, Aristotle, using the same con-
ceptual framework «by nature», develops a more
moderate approach. He believes that a man and a
woman, as well as slave and free, have a differ-
ent nature, and therefore the level of social life
cannot be equal. For example, in the process of
conception a man gives the child a «form» (a
soul), and a woman gives only «substance» (a
body).

Based on the fact that the soul is «better» by
nature, it has a divine origin and determines the
«nature» of a person, Aristotle concludes that
women and men were separated from each oth-
er, while justifying the existence of two different
genders [1].

Moreover, according to the philosopher, even
giving a birth to a child the woman plays a min-
imum role because without a man shebis nothing
more than a «sterile male» [1]. Thus, the philos-
opher proves, that «femininity should be seen as
a natural disadvantage» [1], passive substance,
which does not have its own place in the struc-
ture of the universe without acquiring a form,
i.e. without a combination with masculinity.
This combination occurs in the family, which,
on the one hand, keeps updated the natural po-
tency of a woman who bears and gives birth to
children, but on the other hand — leaving them at
the level of casualty, which does not allow
women to occupy an important place in the so-
cial life, leaving for her only the household
sphere [3, p.73].

Despite the natural inequality of men and
women, Aristotle is still not inclined to regard
the woman as a slave of a man. On the contrary,
he is convinced that the domination of men over
women, can be compared with the supremacy of
a ruler over free citizens in the Republic. More-
over, in the «Politics» Aristotle repeatedly un-
derlines the supremacy of a man over a woman,
emphasizing the need for regulation of the rights
of women, who make up half of the population
of each state [3, p.35].

However, unlike Plato, who proves equal
civil rights for men and women, Aristotle holds
a more moderate position, leaving women the
right to education — music and gymnastics, and
housekeeping. In other words, Aristotle reveal-
ing features of social and particularly gender
relations remains in mythological syncretism
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and dogmatism, which examine the social struc-
ture as a kind of a natural reflection of life [26,
p.35] or kosmos (natural order) [28]. According-
ly, expansion of women's activity leads to the
destruction of cosmic order, it is due to the fact
that the woman has virtues different from man:
for women silence is a virtue [3, p.34], but it
contributes little to political activity. The same
true is assentation characteristic for a woman
which can be considered as a virtue in family
life, while in the political sphere it even leads to
the destruction of tyranny [3, p.108].

Overall, Aristotle revealing his own attitude
to women does not go beyond the traditional
ancient ideas and believes that she has to be lim-
ited only to household. Xenophon had these and
even more conservative views. According to V.
Buzeskula [7, p.26], he reveals a true value of
the role and functions of women in ancient soci-
ety most accurately. For example, the philoso-
pher, using the already mentioned concept «by
nature» proves the impossibility of social equali-
ty between men and women as inherent virtues
and activities are different, though equally im-
portant to social life meaning.

So, a woman was created by God for house-
hold, that is why God created her more loving to
children, more fearful, whereas a man was born
for activities «outside the home» because he has
the courage. In other words, Xenophon believes
that men and women are equally important for
the development of the society, and the scope of
their activities and social functions are so differ-
ent that do not require a comparison [19].

Representatives of different genders have
different nature, and therefore their activity is
manifested in different, but equally important
social areas. This intention is rather eloquently
highlighted by Homer, who, describing the part-
ing of Hector and Andromache quite clearly
shows the place of women in contemporary so-
ciety.

So you should go into the house, keep busy
with your proper work, with your loom and
wool, elling your servants to set about their
tasks.

War will be every man’s concern, especially
mine, of all those who live in Troy» [12].

There are also similar words in the «Odys-
sey». In particular, when Penelope came down
to feast gathering and asked the singer to stop a

song about returning Greeks from Troy, Telem-
achus told her:

«Go back to your quarters. Tend to your own
tasks, the distaff and the loom, and keep the
women working hard as well. As for giving or-
ders, men will see to that, but | most of all: |
hold the reins of power in this house.

«Astonished, she withdrew to her own room.
She took to heart the clear good sense in what
her son had said. Climbing up to the lofty cham-
ber with her women, she fell to weeping for
Odysseus, her beloved husbandy» [13].

One can come across equally unambiguous
assessment of the role and social importance of
women in the Greek world in the Homer’s as-
sessment of family relations between Alcinous
and Arete, he «honors her as no woman is hon-
ored on this earth, of all the wives now keeping
households under their husbands’ sway» [13].

The remarks made is a direct evidence of
gender inequality typical of ancient society. The
rights and duties of women were usually limited
by spheres of family and household there. How-
ever, taking into account the remarks of Plato,
we can assume that during the Athenian hegem-
ony and formation of classical philosophy, gen-
der situation starts to change fundamentally. The
most illustrative evidence of this is dramatic
work of that time. For example, in the tragedy
«Alcestis» Euripides magnifies Alkestidy’s sac-
rifice for the sake her husband’s salvation [14].
Equally glorifying is Iphigenia’s patriotism, who
sacrificed her life for the salvation of the home-
land [16]. However, in «Hecuba» [14] Polyxena
gives her life only in order not to get into slav-
ery. Sophocle’s 'Antigone' contains the same
intention to emancipation [25].

Despite clearly revealed intention of the
Greek society of the classical era to release
women from external coercion, according to
Marx, the Greeks were still 'barbarians in rela-
tion to the woman in the heyday of their civiliza-
tion; education of women was superficial, it was
forbidden for them to communicate with the op-
posite sex, they were so persistently convinced
of their imperfections, that eventually they ac-
cepted it as a fact.

His wife was not an equal friend to her hus-
band, but was in a position of a daughter»[21,
p.251]. According to E. Verdyman, instead, dur-
ing the days of Alexander Macedonian the
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movement for freedom and certain rights of
Greek women appeared as if continuing the
thoughts of Marx [8, p.87]. In general, B.
Bezeskul agrees with these findings and focuses
on the fact that the woman in Greek society was
not eligible, and had no rights. However, the
researcher is still inclined to believe that on the
level of family life, the woman had a equal place
with her husband and was hardly aware of her
humiliating position [7, p.10]. We come across
the subordinate position of women in the Greek
society in the researches of P. Bruhl [6], S.
Blendel [27] P. Perlman [33] E. Lunn [32] J.
Davidson [31] M. Scott [34 ], etc.

Emphasizing a clear gender inequality of the
Greek society, researchers generally do not pay
attention to the fact how women perceived the
limitation their opportunities, or, in the case of
P. Perlman, see it as quite natural, so in the
Greek society, despite the high development of
democratic relations, special resistance was not
observed. Of course, our conclusion reveals only
general intentions of the vast majority of the
Greek society, since the movement for gender
equality is still evident and probably begins in
the period of Plato activity. In this context, it is
impossible to ignore Aspasia, who was consid-
ered to be a guide of Socrates, as she was de-
scribed in the dialogue «Feast» by the philoso-
pher [23]. Besides, perhaps it is this intention for
emancipation became a social and cultural basis
of Aristophanes comedy «Women in national
assembly» [4] and Ferekrata «Tyranny». An-
cient playwrights tried to show the effects of
activities carried out against nature in a comic
form. Significantly, according to the majority of
these researchers the problems of nature, and in
particular physiological characteristics of a per-
son, have become a major ground of gender ine-
quality in the Greek society. Perhaps it is be-
cause Hippocrates, describing the treatment of
female diseases often appeals to pregnancy as
the main drug of a sexually mature woman [11].
P. Perlman [33] and S. Blendel [27] explained
gender inequality in ancient Greece at the same
theoretical background.

Purpose

Considering the fact that the concept «by na-

we consider it appropriate to reveal features of
its interpretation from the Greek outlook and
explicate impact of natural-philosophical ideas
on the evolution of gender relations in the an-
cient period.

Methodology

The methodology of study is determined by
the interdisciplinary approach, involving not
only the use of scientific methods such as analy-
sis, synthesis and generalization and so on. At
the same the basic principles of philosophical
hermeneutics, hypothetical-deductive method
and contextual analysis are used in the paper.

Main Material Presentation

In the contemporary intellectual discourse
there dominates biased assessment of the ap-
proaches that justify the uniqueness of gender
issues against the background of the concept «by
nature». Typically, these approaches show a pat-
tern of «natural» distribution of male and female
roles in society, the family.

This distribution is determined by the differ-
ences of «nature» (it is usually about the physio-
logical differences) of both sexes, and which
leads to the formation of gender determined abil-
ities and needs, at the same time confirming
subordinate, dependent role of a woman. Ac-
cording to J. Davidson it is on the basis of this
interpretation of «nature» gender relations in the
ancient society were formed [30]. C. Blendel
[27] and Mr. Perman [33] came to the similar
conclusions, they focus primarily on the fact that
gender relations in the Greek society were built
on the background of physiological differences.
There is no reason to doubt these findings, at the
first sight, in fact, according to A. Ahutina, the
first natural philosophers studying nature that
was termed «@VUG1G», interpreted it as the world
or as something that stands outside the world.
Nature in natural philosophy was generally re-
garded as something inherent to the thing (or
phenomenon) [5, p.111].

So, if we take into account the work of Hip-
pocrates (Pseudo-Hippocrates) «On the air, wa-
ter and ground» [10], the typical description of
various areas of human and characteristic dis-
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eases for these areas immediately attracts atten-
tion. This gave grounds for the philosopher to
assert that the nature («@0o1g») of the country or
area determines the nature («pvoig») of popula-
tion, which has its own temperament, character,
especially physiology and even a predisposition
to certain diseases. We come across similar ex-
curses of the environment in the «History» of
Herodotus, who describing in detail features of
each area, concludes about characteristics of the
population and its physiological and psychologi-
cal characteristics [9].

It is worth noting that Herodotus, as well as
Hippocrates, speaking about the «nature» of the
area, and the human nature generated by it, im-
ply not an abstract concept of «nature» or nature
in general, but the nature of specific areas, lim-
ited in space and specific geographical condi-
tions. The same applies to the characteristics of
the nature of the people who inhabit it. There-
fore, there is every reason to agree with A. Ahu-
tinym that ancient natural philosophers and
thinkers interpreted area as a closed world in
which there is a combination of different «na-
tures» that form a new clearly defined human
nature [5, p.114]. Therefore, we have the oppor-
tunity to suggest that geographical conditions
and climate challenges form peculiar metric that
provides very specific nature of a person. It is
likely, it also concerns not just the role of a natu-
ral habitat, but tribal affiliation of a person, i.e.
nature of a generation, which is manifested in a
person’s appearance, in this way being as his
appearance — look [5, p.114].

Thus, in case when «nature» («@bOoic») of a
human is determined by the characteristics phys-
iology and appearance, «nature» of men and
women are different, and so quite naturally they
take their own place in the socio-cultural dimen-
sion. In addition, female is unlikely to be aware
of their dependence whose subordination is de-
fined by their nature, as the peculiarities of life
are rather dictated by belief in the inviolability
of a myth as «symbolically given intelligence of
life» [20, p.74] than by external coercion. Thus,
the subordination of women in the ancient socie-
ty is actualized as not a manifestation of gender
discrimination, but as logical and intuitively ob-
vious «way her personality».

In fact, when «nature» («pvo1c») of a person
is seen through the prism of physiological char-

acteristics and appearance, gender inequality is
quite legitimate, but it is inequality only in the
context of our perception, as within the frame-
work full of mythological dogma, it will not be
perceived as inequality but as a definite place
and role of each of the genders in the social and
cultural existence. However, the latter will al-
ways be perceived as a closed Space (order) in
space and time that during the Homer period
was considered as any systematization or effi-
cient arrangement of parts [28]. Accordingly, the
public organization was seen as a cosmic entity
that had effectively placed elements.

Rationality of our conclusions would not
cause doubt in the case, if the term «pVo1g» Was
static and did not provide other meaningful load-
ing. However, in reality it was not so, because it
was used even when it was about free and un-
limited self-development of available potentials
that determined its key ability (potency). Thus,
the term «@¥o15» could be sometimes used when
it dealt with implemented natural features, which
on the anthropological level were manifested in
the ability to deal with certain cases. At the same
time, according to A. Ahutina, each of the above
meanings was actualized according to the con-
text, the understanding of which was determined
by the content of «pvoig» [5, p.115].

The set «from the age» gender and social or-
der was seen as obvious without causing any
doubt and resistance until the end of the Greco-
Persian wars. However, immediately after them
significant transformations are outlined in the
policy system that led to the weakening of polit-
ical and economic power of the old aristocracy
of «blood» and strengthened the role of the mid-
dle strata of the urban society — they begin to
participate actively in the political life causing
the need for transformation of education, which
would facilitate the rise of a new way to
«apeti» («charity») [17].

This mission is known to have been under-
taken by sophists who for the first time in the
ancient discourse actualized dichotomy «@vcig»
/ «NOMOS» («povoig» / «vouog» («Nature» /
«customy»)) [5, p.116]. Approximately at the
same time, there appears «History» by Herodo-
tus, where, alongside with «@Vo1g» population of
a given region, the historian constantly empha-
sizes its laws. Thus, from the classical era of the
Greek culture, world or space is shared and a
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person begins immediately belong to two worlds
— social (policy, the life of which is caused by
custom and law) and nature (areas). However,
according to A. Ahutina, the two independent
beginnings mutually determine the characteris-
tics and place of a person in the human world [5,
p.116].

Social and cultural transformation of the
classical period of ancient Greek culture reached
its peak of development in philosophy. For ex-
ample, going back to Plato and his understand-
ing of the place and role of women in the ancient
society, the following words of the philosopher
draw attention, «we courageously, and eristical-
ly, insist that a nature that is not the same must
not have the same practices. But we didn't make
any sort of consideration of what form of differ-
ent and same nature, and applying to what, we
were distinguishing when we assigned different
practices to a different nature and the same ones
to the same... Then, the philosopher said, if they
differ in this alone, that the female bears and the
male mounts, we'll assert that it has not thereby
yet been proved that a woman differs from a
man with respect to what we're talking about
[24, p. 146].

At the same time we should draw attention to
the fact that human nature in the «Republic by»
Plato is not limited to physiological characteris-
tics and acquires potency content, power that
can be actualized under certain circumstances. In
other words, «@Ocic» within the Platonic ideal-
ism, is a kind of pre-logical experience of being
(eidos), which is manifsted as the true nature
(«pboigy) of a person.

Depriving «nature» of purely physiological
content there forms the foundation for the estab-
lishment of metaphysical «nature» («@¥OGIC»),
but does not lead it to the understanding as the
universal and external as for objects and phe-
nomena of power. Plato, as well as in his prede-
cessors, states «volg» is always the nature of
«somethingy that is at the same time subordinate
to the common good as the most general ideas.
Perhaps it is the reason why Plato states the fol-
lowing speaking about the state: «the same clas-
ses that are in the city are in the soul of each one
severally and that their number is equal... the
private man be wise in the same way and be-
cause of the same thing as the city was wise»
[23, p.133].

In other words, according to Plato everything
is subordinated to Good, potency of which is
actualized due to natural (physiological in-
stincts), and as a result education. Accordingly,
it is this approach to the understanding of «na-
ture», that opens opportunity for asserting by
him preconditions of gender equality. It should
be noted that this concept is subsequently pre-
sented in the medieval world view and, in par-
ticular, philosophy of Gregory of Nyssa. On the
basis of words from the Bible ... then God said,
«Let us make mankind in our image, in our like-
ness, so that they may rule over the fish in the
sea and the birds in the sky, over the livestock
and all the wild animals, and over all the crea-
tures that move along the ground. So God creat-
ed man in His own image; in the image of God
He created him; male and female He created
them» (Genesis 1:26, 27), speaks about the unity
of the original «image and likeness» of God in a
person. The theologian says, «Beauty is divine
not in external features, not in the pleasant look-
ing person and not in the shine, but is seen in the
ineffable bliss of virtues» [22]. In other words,
according to Gregory of Nyssa and Plato, divi-
sion into gender concerns not spiritual but the
physical nature of a person, at the same time the
priority of the spiritual over the material is con-
firmed.

The rise of the spiritual human nature gave
Plato the possible to talk about a relative charac-
ter of the custom, which has the ability both to
actualize a natural potency of Eidos (soul) and to
slow them down, while justifying the feasibility
of gender equality. Despite the rationality of Pla-
to conclusions in the perspective of our time, it
was extremely difficult in the light of the then
philosophical views to recognize the validity of
hiss conclusions, which clearly showed the crea-
tive legacy of Aristotle. As it has been stated, in
relation to gender he held a more moderate posi-
tion in comparison with Plato position. For ex-
ample, Aristotle believed that the idealism of his
predecessors was not able to explain the condi-
tions of living and the appearance of the variety
of things. To resolve this issue, the philosopher
turns to contemporary natural philosophy, re-
thinking it conceptually. Thus, unlike his prede-
cessors, Aristotle proves inability of explanatory
power of material beginning of the world, as
substance by itself does not presuppose move-
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ment, which is the start and the end of the
«pvog» implementation. Furthermore, in the
spirit of Plato, Aristotle substantiates the exist-
ing world order, which appears as a kind of gen-
eralized unity of individual things and its unity,
that is kept in integrity due expediency though
on a different conceptual framework [5, p.175,
176].

Based on these premises, there is every rea-
son to believe that Aristotle, preserving idea of
«something natural» characteristic for natural
philosophy or nature of each specific things,
shows «pvo1g» of integral objects and phenome-
na on the natural unity of its parts. Thus, coming
back to the remarks on human nature, which in
this case should be formed on the basis of the
nature of its components — features of the body
structure, we can assume that no single human
nature can exist [1], and so even joint education
and training of men and women will precondi-
tion different virtues that define the place of
both genders in the social structure.

On the other hand, the subordinate role of
women could be justified on the background of
understanding «@¥o1c», which according to Ar-
istotle, is the beginning of all this things, gener-
ating the movement of the last [5, p.139-140].
As the result, it is clear that the subordinate posi-
tion of women whose nature was realized pri-
marily in the reproduction of the family, was
explained by the that she like the passive sub-
stance cannot be the beginning of another per-
son.

This beginning, or form is given by a man
who makes the substance, which is implemented
by the appearance of a child. However, a woman
still remaines the basis, passive source of the
human race, which on the social level was re-
constructed through the family where she ac-
quired her integral place.

Scientific novelty

Having analyzed the gender issues of the an-
cient society through the prism of the concept
«by naturey, it becomes quite obvious that its
solution depends on the particular interpretation
of the meaning of the concept «nature», causing
the formation of different views on gender is-
sues. So when nature is viewed in physiological
or empirical sense, it establishes a pattern of
gender inequality. The same can occur in cases

of dogmatization and mythologizing of empiri-
cism, which appears on the ideological level as a
meta-narrative. However, when the concept «na-
ture» acquires metaphysical meaning and is
viewed as a kind of potency that is actualized in
the presence of favorable conditions precondi-
tions of gender equality are formed.

In contemporary intellectual discourse there
was denied the idea that the concept «by nature»
is a conceptual prerequisite for ensuring gender
inequality. Against this background, it is shown
that gender equality and inequalities are caused
by the dominant worldview in the public and
features meta-narrative paradigm interpretation
of the concept «by nature» (or «naturey).

Conclusions

Revealing the features of gender relations in
the Greek society, there was identified their de-
pendence by content of the concept «by nature»,
which at that time was implemented in the term
«pvoig» in the intellectual discourse. On this
background some aspects of the evolution of the
term are shown and it was stressed that its con-
tents was defined by the specific empirical char-
acter for a long time. For example, the interpre-
tation of «pvoig» in mythological and natural
philosophy period as preconditioned by geo-
graphical or physiological (natural) characteris-
tics of external characteristics of things have
sustained gender inequality, but did not contrib-
ute to discrimination against women, who con-
sidered her place in the social structure of being
as quite natural.

Social and cultural transformations of the an-
cient society of the classical period, cause the
formation of new ways of acquiring charity, pre-
conditioning rethinking of the concept «nature»
in general and «nature» of a person, which ap-
pears the result of not only natural, but histori-
cally variable customary norms. Trying to over-
come the relative nature of a person and the
world, Plato offers original concept of emana-
tion of Good, potency of which to varying de-
grees is manifested in people and society. How-
ever, his proposed deductive approach to the
world structure has provided ideas about the
availability of human nature, as opposed to the
nature of men and women.

The inability of the Platonic idealism to ex-
plain the contradiction of ontological and meta-
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physical was the main reason for reconsideration
of Avristotle's ideas of natural philosophy, on the
basis of which he proposed understanding of
«nature» («@vo1c») as rising of early develop-
ment of things in the light of expediency, there-
by denying the foundations for the establishment
of the concept of «human nature «and the im-
plementation of gender equality on social and
cultural level.

Explicating proposed by Plato and Aristotle
concepts of gender interaction, as a kind of ste-
reotypes we have every reason to believe that
the development of gender relations in certain
historical terms was due to the originality of the
dominant narrative of life and world order.

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METAPHISICAL BACKGROUND OF TECHNOLOGY

Purpose of the article is to clarify the nature of the connection of philosophy of both metaphysics and science-
technical knowledge, the technology itself. To study the problem of relations between scientific and technical thinking,
and metaphysics the author tries to clarify the nature of the scientific and technical thinking, analyze the appropriate-
ness of instrumental or ontological approaches for understanding technology and its metaphysical foundations. Meth-
odology of this work consists of such intellectual approaches as the phenomenological, hermeneutic and comparative
methods. Originality. The originality of the article is in the clear question about the metaphysical preconditions of
technology, firstly made in the national literature. In addition, the author in a well-argued manner proves that the phe-
nomenon of technology is based on the metaphysical structures of being and the human mind, despite the fact that
technologies are closely related to the empirical world. Apart the well-known thesis on the relationship of technology
and art, the author insists on such precondition technologies as the human's ability of the transcendence and the pres-
ence of aprior forms of space and time that are the basis of any design, in human's brainwork. Moreover, it is demon-
strated that modern technology in the context of studies of quantum physics reveals a new way of being of vehicles
(artifacts), that lost not only the empirical, but also practical, instrumental measurements. Conclusion. The study found
that the formation of technology as a phenomenon is closely related to metaphysical structures of being and human
brainwork. Particularly, the author focuses on the following assumptions technology as the person’s ability to transcend
and presence of mind of a priori forms of time and space. Based on these arguments, one can make conclusion about
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the limitations of purely instrumental (pragmatic) interpretation technology and emphasize the metaphysical premises
equipment and metaphysical aspects of modern technology, and the important role of philosophy in these problems.

Purpose of this article is to investigate the role that the "miraculous” — that is, everything that goes beyond
“natural” — plays in the worldview of Western man. Methodology. I do not consider “miracles” as the facts of
nature, but as the facts of culture, so in this article | am not talking about specific cases of violation of “laws of
nature”, but about the place of “miraculous” in the view of the world of Western man and those transformations that
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occur with this element of outlook under the influence of the development of information technologies. Originality.
It has been proved that miracles should be sought in minds, because our attitude towards some event makes it
“miraculous”. Moreover, it is impossible to determine the “true miracle”, while we are “inside” the reality. It has
been demonstrated that under the influence of development of society the transformation of representations of gods
and miracles takes place. It has been discovered fundamental shift associated with the transition from mythology-as-
faith to mythology-as-show. However, even within the latter there remains a need for miracles, though, it goes to a
completely different level. Conclusions. The term "miracle” has no meaning outside of accepted socio-cultural
settings. The last set as the “natural” conditions and admissibility (inadmissibility) of its violation. And these
installations are formed by social institutions, which in this age and at this time have a sufficient weight to impose
their views to the entire congregation or the greater part. Any extraordinary event can be explained by the action of
internal agents unknown to us, and their ability to alter the reality is not necessarily superior to even our own
capabilities. The only thing we can not do is to change the source code of being (e.g., fundamental physical
constants). This could make only creatures that are not spelled out in these source codes. However, people have not
seen anything like it, and scarcely become witnesses of such events.

MYSTICAL ASPECT OF EDITH STEIN'S ANTHROPOLOGY:
FROM PHENOMENOLOGY TO THOMISM

The aim of the study is to find mystical elements in Edith Stein's anthropology as a connecting principle
between phenomenology and Thomism. Relying on methodological definition of philosophical mystic, as a
matching of theological and philosophical doctrines, based upon reflection on experience of ecstatic unity with the
Absolute, it was shown that phenomenology is implicitly directed towards research of real structure of immediate
experience which in all its limits approaches to mystical experience. Not the mind and not the faith, but will (that
directs knowledge to mystical unity of immanent subject and transcendental object in finding the truth) is defining
for the mystical character of Stein's creative method. Stein, being a bright representative of phenomenology,
gradually disagrees with Husserl at some points: 1. Stein considers the world as an immediate contemplation on the
entity that transcends the identity of being and thinking; 2. In her opinion, phenomenology neglects the ontological
Absolute. As a result, there is misplace of the Absolute by structural-cognitive aims, that, in its turn, was a reason
for amalgamation of onthology and epistemology, according to Stein's views. 3. Stein strives to overcome
epistemological rationality and achieve a sphere of philosophical mystic where ontological object and
epistemological subject are identical in the act of mystical contemplation. 4. Lack of metaphysical elements in
phenomenology leads Stein to Thomism in which she potentially seeks a way out of metaphysical limits and the way
which leads to the level of transpersonal states of mind. 5. Stein reproaches transcendentalism in loss of the world
and she ignores the changes in Husserl's world outlook, his transcendental turn and genealogy of the trustworthy
acquaintance with the world. An empathy, as a model of extrapolation of the principle (of to be get used to the
experience of the Other) onto mystical act of overcoming of subject-object opposition of transpersonal content and
an intuition, as a movement inside the self, an ability to complete an integral image refusing the subjectivity and
bringing back generic, spiritual subject, are considered to be key-constructs of the Edith Stein's evolutionary views
development on her way to philosophical mystic. At the same time, mystical does not drop out of the
phenomenological series but fills it with new existential meaning. The novelty of the study is in its showing up the
productive meaning of philosophical mystics in the creativity of Edith Stein, who enriched contemporary
anthropology by metahistorical content of moral and existential meaning on the basis of synthesis of philosophy of
mind and Thomistic metaphysics.

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THE DEMAND FOR A NEW CONCEPT OF ANTHROPOLOGY
IN THE EARLY MODERN AGE: THE DOCTRINE OF HUME

“Nature is the only science of man;
and yet has been hitherto the most neglected”
Hume D.

Purpose. The purpose of the investigation is to outline the main points of Hume’s interpretation of the basic an-
thropological project of the era based on radical cultural transformations of the early modern age; to represent a
modern vision of Hume's anthropology as a response to the demand of the era and necessity to complete its basic
project. Methodology. The research was based on phenomenological and hermeneutic approaches. Originality.
Contemporary understanding of the position of anthropological project in Hume's philosophy is regarded as unsatis-
factory by the author. Development of the basic project as anthropological is rooted in scientific revolution and
needs to be continued and completed. Contemporary prevalence of deanthropogical versions of Hume's philosophy
is the result of underestimated significance of the concept of nature in the broad sense. According to the philoso-
pher's texts, heuristic potential of Hume's position is emphasized by the author. The modern version of the basic
project in the early modern age is criticized and demands significant changes to become anthropological. Findings.
Modern perception of Hume’s philosophy as an anthropological project is unsatisfactory in terms of historical and
philosophical science and needs detailed analysis. In order to understand the conditions of anthropological project
significance, it is advisable to focus on: a) scientific revolution and the necessity to complete it; b) determine the
role of the concept of nature in its broad sense. Nowadays the way of Hume's rethinking of the basic project of mod-
ern philosophy as insufficiently anthropological is quite heuristic. Empiricism, dogmatism, superstition and skepti-
cism are the manifestations of the latter. For Hume, the era was as an incomplete anthropological project and its
legacy as the most complete form of explication. Today the interest in the phenomenon of a human provides a rea-
sonable basis to define that modern period is related to the era of Hume, and therefore, to give some reasoning for
his remarkable ideas as New Hume's era.

Introduction

Modern philosophy emphasizes the increased
attention to the phenomenon of a human (man),
mainly revealed in the history of philosophy.
The early modern age deserves special attention
as a significant milestone in the development of
technogenic civilization. The current context is
focused on the problem of humanization ways
and forms of the basic project. It is necessary to
find possible ways of humanization of this pro-
ject by rethinking fundamentally some philo-
sophical interpretations, primarily, the underes-
timated anthropological project, that was well-
defined in Hume’s works.

In modern literature there are three main pos-
sible answers to the question about the presence

of anthropology in modern philosophy: it is ei-
ther denied or understood as a secondary and
simplified, or perceived as a significant project.
In the first and second cases, the pursuit of hu-
manistic values refers to antiquity, in the third
one — the issues concerning forms of anthropo-
logical interest and ways of reasoning anthro-
pology objectivity are prioritized. Our attention
is turned to the third option, which is the most
heuristic in the current situation.

Review

Nowadays there is a growing tendency to
understand modern philosophy not only as a
demand for a new concept of scientific
worldview, but as a demand for a new doctrine
of human nature (although the demand and
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available responses are recognized), but their
interpretation is not satisfactory from a modern
point of view.

Note. A scientist Romano Guardini has no
doubt in the demand for a new concept of an-
thropology, as well as its response. Emphasizing
the complexity of the problem of human nature,
he is right to notice a significant difference be-
tween the theory of human nature created by
existing category tools and a real person. He
defines a wrong vision of human nature referring
to positivism, materialism, idealism, and exis-
tentialism. The main reason for dissatisfaction is
certain orientation to-isms, as well as the lack of
appropriate categories. Therefore, his conclusion
does not cause any substantial objections:
"There is not such a person as presented by the
early modern age" [1, p. 152].

The anthropological project of the early
modern age, which was not sufficiently explicit,
attracted the attention of Martin Heidegger. Ac-
cording to the German thinker, the doctrine of
Descartes as a cornerstone of a world view is
one of the early precursors of modern philosoph-
ical anthropology: "Interpreting man as subjec-
tum, Descartes creates the metaphysical precon-
dition for the future of anthropology of all types
and directions. With the ascent of anthropology
Descartes celebrates his Supreme triumph" [7, p.
54]. Although observations of the founder of
existentialism refer only to Descartes, it is unde-
niable that philosophical anthropology is rooted
in the early modern age research. Moreover, it is
reasonable to work with texts since they reveal
new dimensions of knowledge that are in tune
with the current context.

The issue concerning the foundation of mod-
ern anthropology in the given context is not ap-
propriate.

The concepts of authors who recognize a
significant connection between scientific and
anthropological project and focus on the human-
istic (anthropological) potential of the science
about human nature can be considered more pro-
found and meaningful.

Note. The fact of non-reduced feature of
philosophical project of the early modern age as
a development of science about nature is obvi-
ous for western historians, Desmond M. Clarke
in particular. He noticed axiomatization of Rene
Descartes heuristic potential of Copernicus doc-

trine. "Descartes was already aware of a funda-
mental challenge to the traditional picture of the
universe that was implicit in the work of Coper-
nicus. "On the Revolutions™" (1543) was not just
a new technical theory for astronomers. It was
an emphatic displacement of man from the cen-
tre of universe and his relocation to a tiny planet
in space, as a much less significant creature than
given in Genesis suggested to generations of
Christians"[9, 69].

The meaningful relationship of "new cos-
mology" and the "new anthropology" was em-
phasized by Ernst Cassirer. The "new cosmolo-
gy, and the heliocentric system, introduced by
Copernicus, is the only sound scientific basis for
a new anthropology" [3, p. 16].

Rene Descartes is acknowledged to be a
predecessor of anthropology. His texts make it
possible to trace a meaningful relation between
scientific and anthropological project in the her-
itage of a scientist [4].

Unfortunately, this approach is rarely im-
plemented in historical and philosophical works.
Indirect evidence and arguments for the latter
statement is the prevalence of stereotypes con-
cerning a dominance of subjectivism and an-
thropocentrism in the current era in philosophi-
cal literature.

The manner of interpretation of the greatest
English philosopher — David Hume's heritage in
research literature is a remarkable example of
dissatisfaction with anthropology perception in
the early modern age. The explanation and un-
derstanding of his anthropology is inaccurate
due to insufficient attention to methodology. It
could be found on the pages of the Foreword to
the Ukrainian translation of outstanding works
of the English philosophy "A Treatise of Human
Nature", written by Professor Mossner E. K. [5,
p. 11-28]. After the words of praise of Hume and
his first paper, the text on the following pages
demonstrates the author’s intention (deliberately
or not) to downplay the importance of this dis-
tinguished person and his outstanding ideas and
concepts.

Note. "David Hume, the most distinguished
of the English philosophers, and his greatness, as
we now believe most fully revealed in his first
and the most substantial systematic work, "a
Treatise of Human Nature’ [5, p. 11].

It is difficult to agree with the approach of
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Mossner, who reduces the doctrine of Hume to
the following: first, it is proposed to take the
words of the English thinker and accept this
"Treatise" as "deadborn"”; secondly, to take his
refusal of "Treatise" in favor of a written one
later; in the third place, to take on trust that the
main ideas of this work are associated only with
causal connections [6, p. 19, 20, 24].

Researchers of skepticism don’t also pay due
attention to essential significance of anthropo-
logical project.

Note. Convincing examples of such negli-
gence are reflected in the works of a well-known
researcher Popkin [15]. This idea was justified
by Neto J. in the proceedings of the conference
dedicated to the memory of Popkin R. in 2007.
"The most important part of the recent research
is a tendency to identify anthropological vision
of human being either as a basis or as an im-
portant aspect of modern skepticism. The origi-
nality is in a certain relationship between skepti-
cal and anthropological views that gives new
value to the legacy of Hellenistic philosophical
schools of skepticism”. The thesis given in the
note is extremely important. The idea is about a
lack of special attention to anthropology as a
long neglecting tradition. Understanding early
modern skepticism, Popkin does not pay any
special attention to anthropological aspect. Re-
ferring to the mentioned feature on the next
page, the author points to a quite different posi-
tion of early modern skeptics from ancient ones,
namely, the focus is on the basic concepts,
which seem similar to Christian doctrine of hu-
man nature dominated in 16th and 17th centu-
ries. It is essential that modern skepticism re-
searchers don’t pay attention to anthropology
importance. But the author does not see any ra-
tional for paying special attention to the review
of these models. Christianity is one of the rea-
sons — probably the main one — for this differ-
ence. Christianity provides or implies doctrines
about the nature of man which were nonetheless
hegemonic in the 16th and 17th centuries [13,
309-310].

A significant phenomenon of native literature
is a thorough attempt to give some new value to
Hume's philosophical heritage in the context of
British skepticism of the early modern age by O.
Panich [6]. The author emphasizes widespread
skepticism in philosophical thought of that peri-

od researching the legacy of Hume as a stage of
British empiricism, i.e. as a continuation of the
ideas of Locke and Berkeley. Although the au-
thor mentions a certain relation between the
concepts of nature and human nature, its value is
still secondary and sporadic.

For about two centuries the positive aspect of
Hume's thought was not given a proper atten-
tion, but over the course of recent decades the
attention to the neglected anthropology has in-
creased. [14, p. 1].

According to the recent publications of
Hume's researchers, a scrutinized study of his
texts proves that the content and direction of his
scientific thought is quite debating. There are
still arduous discussions about the meaning of
his own judgments [8, p. 10].

Based on literature review, current under-
standing of the position of the anthropological
project in the philosophy of Hume can hardly be
considered as satisfactory.

Purpose

The purpose of the investigation is to outline
the main points of Hume’s interpretation of the
basic anthropological project of the era based on
radical cultural transformations of the early
modern age; to represent a modern vision of
Hume's anthropology as a response to the de-
mand of the era and necessity to complete its
basic project.

Methodology

The research was based on phenomenologi-
cal and hermeneutic approaches.

Theoretical basic and results

In order to understand the philosophical her-
itage of Hume, it is necessary to deal with the
issues concerning a key point of a new
worldview and an ideal of philosophizing. In
other words, what is the absolute for a human in
the early modern age? Among the key factors
are the influence of the first scientific revolution
and the urgent need for new ideological orienta-
tions in the era of radical secularization of con-
sciousness. The answer is evident to Hume's
predecessors and contemporaries. The concept
of nature in its broad sense is one of the key no-
tions in the "Metaphysical Meditation" of Des-
cartes.
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As it is known, it is wrong to associate Des-
cartes with understanding a human as an abso-
lute in order to find deductively an answer to a
significant question about the sense of nature.
And although Hume does not explicitly criticize
his theory, he could be right to find some imper-
fections concerning the ideas of dehumanization
of man in the theories focused on ideals and
norms of scientific knowledge. It is essential to
understand that provided limited interpretation
of nature can neither clarify the specifics of mo-
rality nor help to find meaningful responses to
questions about the proper principles of human
behavior.

A substantial prerequisite for authentic com-
prehension of Hume's position is the explanation
of the subtitle of A Treatise-"An attempt to in-
troduce the experimental method of reasoning
into moral subjects." This refers to those things
that were obvious in the age of Hume. Nature is
seen as a boundless ocean which is impercepti-
ble to human mind, yet a human feels a strong
desire and confidence to master it. Experience
here is a way of reconciling human nature with
nature. In other words, human nature can and
should exist in accordance with nature, synchro-
nized with her and aimed at achieving the good.
The concept of nature is used here as a nature in
the broad sense, as external reality that exists
according to its own laws.

It is very important to understand that the na-
ture in the broad sense is quite different from the
nature in its narrow sense. In the broad sense it
is more than a harsh and mechanical necessity
that looks like something which is complete and
perfect. The nature here includes possibility and
potency as its distinctive features. A perfect phi-
losophy of human (man) for Hume is not the
study of an autonomous human being, but a hu-
man as a part of nature with certain obligations
to the nature. The author of "A Treatise of Hu-
man Nature" had a goal to eliminate the hypo-
thetical character of moral philosophy. As it was
mentioned in the Introduction, Hume perceived
himself as a follower of empirical tradition start-
ed by Bacon «and as the science of man is only
solid foundation for the other sciences, so the
only solid foundation we can give to this science
itself must be laid on experience and observa-
tion" [12, p.10].

The interpretations of the concept of nature

in its broad sense can be observed when Hume
referred to prominent scientists of his era. For
him, the names of Copernicus and Newton,
however, meant much more than the names of
great physicists. Their breakthroughs and great
accomplishments represented axiological fea-
tures of an entire era. They marked new values,
which represented the vision of a man as the
cornerstone of the meaningful universe. It be-
comes evident from the beginning of the second
book of A Treatise where he emphasized the
necessity to reconsider traditional approaches.
“Here, therefore, moral philosophy is in the
same condition as natural, with regard to astron-
omy before the time of Copernicus. The an-
cients, though sensible of that maxim, that na-
ture does nothing in vain, contrived such intri-
cate systems of the heavens, as seemed incon-
sistent with true philosophy, and gave place at
last to something more simple and natural” [12,
p. 194]. Direct effect of Newton's doctrine about
the nature is observed in the text of the "Ab-
stract”, where there is about a fundamental abil-
ity of man in science, about human nature to
achieve "the highest level of accuracy.”

Hume sees his own mission in the maximum
secularization of ideas about human nature. He
consistently focused on its existence and proper
perspective, in other words what it is and what it
should be. The last one is possible if the nature
is understood in the broad sense, which includes
humans. In the introduction to "A Treatise,"
there is an attempt to develop broader concepts
of science than natural. “This evident, that all
the sciences have a relation, greater or less, to
human nature; and that however wide any of
them may seem to run from it, they still return
back by one passage or another. Even Mathe-
matics, Natural Philosophy, and Natural Reli-
gion, are in some measure dependent on the sci-
ence of Man” [12, p.10].

According to Hume, the philosophical
thought in the early modern age is a grand in-
complete anthropological project, his further
development task. In other words, he is aware of
himself as a thinker who needs to make every
effort to complete the great «edifice» of Early
Modern philosophy (especially the upper floors).
The paradox of the present situation is seen in
the fact that human nature is the most important
and the most rejected at the same time. As ex-
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pressed by Hume at the end of the first book of
A Treatise “Human nature is the only science of
man; and yet has been hitherto the most neglect-
ed” [12, p. 186].

The basic concept of Hume's philosophy is
the attention to human nature — existing self
(what 1 am) and proper perspective (what |
should be). "Moral philosophy" as a philosophi-
cal understanding of the most significant fea-
tures of human nature is of crucial importance
for him. Modern scientists consider it reasonable
to explain the concepts of "moral" as synony-
mous with "humanitarian” and anthropological.

Note. The term "moral” was used in broader
sense in his times than it is understood nowa-
days. According to Anthony Flew, referring to
"moral objects”, Hume meant the range of prob-
lems which are now determined by "humanitari-
an" concept, i.e. everything beyond mathematics
and natural sciences [6, p. 152. note].

Hume's position in understanding the nature
is quite definite and explicit and his works are a
form of its narrative. Although it is impossible to
deny that the thought of a thinker was more pro-
found, and the ambiguity of the concept of na-
ture in the broad sense was not taken into ac-
count. It is worth noting that Hume was aware of
considerable difficulties in the way of new inter-
pretations of traditional concepts. The last sec-
tion of the first part in the third book of A Trea-
tise demonstrates the following: "Nature, than
which there is none more ambiguous and equiv-
ocal” [12, p. 322].

To what extent is Hume's ambiguous posi-
tion adequately evaluated in modern research
literature? It is known that in the days of Hume
there was a tendency to associate the concept of
"Nature" with the concepts of "God" and "mat-
ter" turning it into a metaphysical absolute. It is
essential that the last one, fairly noticed by Pop-
kin, can only be perceived in a subjective way or
taken on trust. "One was only left to believe as
one had to, and doubt as one had to, hoping that
somehow nature was benevolent™ [15, p. 179].

In literature the subjective perception of na-
ture is often seen as Hume's vulnerability, as
manifestation of skepticism overcome by natu-
ralism.

Note. S. Greenberg emphasizes a certain
confrontation between naturalism as a form of
implementation of constructive ambitions of

Hume and his skepticism in the final part of the
first book of the "Treatise™ [10].

The emphasis on the strained relations be-
tween skepticism and naturalism is given and
described in the work of 1. Kasavin in the jour-
nal "Voprosy filisofii". Although he acknowl-
edges paradoxical nature of Hume's doctrine as
existential dilemma, he thinks that a human
should not be given any special attention. Based
on the heritage of the thinker concerning skepti-
cism and naturalism, there is the following idea:
"so, the man doomed to a fundamental split be-
tween everyday reliability and lack of its con-
ceptual foundation. It should be concluding the
need for an existential dilemma: either the re-
fusal of philosophy, or disappointment in life"
[2, p. 164].

Understanding the above-mentioned ambigu-
ity of the notion of nature (i.e. simultaneous
truth of the concept of nature in its broad and
narrow sense), it is important to emphasize cer-
tain dualism — nature should not only be sub-
dued and controlled, but it is also necessary to
“listen” to it and reciprocate. This thesis could
be proved by the following extract, where two
key principles in his system are stressed: “Na-
ture is obstinate, and will not quit the field, how-
ever strongly attacked by reason; and at the
same time reason is so clear in the point, that
there is no possibility of disguising her. Not be-
ing able to reconcile these two enemies, we en-
deavor to set ourselves at ease as much as possi-
ble, by successively granting to each whatever it
demands, and by feigning a double existence,
where each may find something, that has all the
conditions it desires” [12, p. 151].

The above mentioned idea may completely
seem to demonstrate earlier opposition of natu-
ralism and skepticism in Hume's works. But
Hume is not limited to it, because in his later
works there is an attempt to look for and find a
more authentic form of concretization of two
competitive principles, pointing to the opposite
concepts of nature in the broad sense and a man
(human). Hume's own credo is a well-known
aphorism at the beginning of his “An Enquiry
Concerning Human Understanding”: "Be a phi-
losopher: but, amidst all your philosophy, be still
aman" [11, p. 7].

It is significant that Hume doesn’t stop on
these profound insights. One more possible way
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to look at this issue is to specify the thesis about
intrinsic relationship between human and nature
in the broad sense.

It necessary to consider the significant evolu-
tion of the philosopher‘s position concerning the
nature of man and his prospects in the introduc-
tion and conclusion of the first book of the
"Treatise". A radical change of thinker priorities
can be observed -from Columbo ambitions to
skeptical, pessimistic self-estimation.

The form of his credo implementation is his
determined decision to take up new tactics,
which are fundamentally different from previous
approaches. “Here then is the only expedient,
from which we can hope for success in our phil-
osophical researches, to leave the tedious linger-
ing method, which we have hitherto followed,
and instead of taking now and then a castle or
village on the frontier, to march up directly to
the capital or center of these sciences, to human
nature itself” [12, p.10].

The final part of the first book is very differ-
ent in style, self-estimation and purpose. The
latter is much more modest; namely, it sets pri-
orities and draws attention to the problem of
human nature: "Twill be sufficient for me, if |
can bring it a little more into fashion" [12, p.
186].

Does Hume's modest self-assessment of the
possibilities of human nature provide direct sub-
ordination to nature? At first glance it seems that
he verifies expediency of orientation to nature:
"l may, nay | must yield to the current of nature,
in submitting to my senses and understanding;
and in this blind submission | show most per-
fectly my skeptical disposition and principles”
[12, p.184].

It is worth emphasizing that Hume is funda-
mentally ambiguous. The validity of the final
idea is reflected in the question "does it follow,
that | must strive against the current of nature"?
His own view is conditional: "only when" we
escape from those gloomy deserts and rocky
roads that came across due to naivete. This re-
fers to a quite different position of skepticism
based on a lack of attention to nature in the
broad sense of the word. And therefore, it is
necessary to go beyond “the force of reason and
convictions" [12, p.184].

In other words, the schematic correlation of
the introduction and the final part of the Treatise

gives the possibility to interpret them as a kind
of theses and antitheses. It is like the evaluation
of the route as an adventurous journey on the
battered ship, which had a narrow escape, but
the captain is still dreaming of a round-the-world
trip. As it is seen, for Hume the main factor of
current unfortunate situation is the lack of ade-
guate assessment of his own nature, which is
weak and limited. It refers to him as a person
and about human nature in general: "For with
what confidence can | venture upon such bold
enterprises, when beside those numberless in-
firmities peculiar to myself, 1 find so many
which are common to human nature?" [12,
p.181].

The issues concerning limitation and weak-
ness of human nature are becoming meaningful,
since every adult face them: "Where am |, or
what? From what causes do | derive my exist-
ence, and to what condition shall I return?
Whose favour shall | court, and whose anger
must | dread? What beings surround me? and on
whom have | any influence, or who have any
influence on me? | am confounded with all these
questions, and begin to fancy myself in the most
deplorable condition imaginable, environed with
the deepest darkness, and utterly deprived of the
use of every member and faculty”’[12, p. 184].

A person is becoming more emotionally im-
balanced in an attempt to determine moral prin-
ciples. "The cause of those several passions and
inclinations, which actuate and govern me" [12,
p.185].Though a human knows neither ultimate
principles of the universe nor the maxims of his
own behavior, Hume hopes for a successful real-
ization of his own vocation: "my own weakness"
impels me to superstition with more convincing
and powerful arguments than philosophy, only
the latter can and should be a worthy leader of
our lives. A school of the Cynicsis an example
of superstitious belief — "an example of the ex-
traordinary instance philosophers”. They neglect
the concept of nature in its broad sense, limiting
to a narrow understanding of the nature -they
narrow down human life to animal life. They are
engaged in “interfering in natural inclinations,"
and "Since therefore ’tis almost impossible, —
says Hume — for the mind of man to rest like
those of beasts, in that narrow circle of objects,
which are the subject of daily conversation and
action”, this statement is a form of problem ag-
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gravation of human behavior foundations -
namely, " we ought only to deliberate concern-
ing the choice of our guide™ [12, p.185].

Critically evaluating contemporary ap-
proaches to the interpretation of a human and
appropriate basis of his existence, Hume distin-
guishes and rejects as insufficient the forms of
manifestation of naivety, which (as dogmatism)
neglect nature characteristics in the broad sense
of the word. It is a "natural propensity"” of belief
in the existence of universal laws (which deter-
mine the inner world of human feelings and con-
sciousness), i.e., "indolent belief in the general
maxims of the world" [12, p.184]. The last
words seem to clearly indicate the direction of
Hume’s thought against metaphysics.

It is often said that metaphysics and human
nature are incompatible from the standpoint of
Hume. He seems to say about it when he writes:
"Very refined reflections have little or no influ-
ence upon us” [12, p.183]. First of all, it is nec-
essary to understand if Hume is straightforward
to naive empiricism and metaphysics denial?
The philosopher sees "manifest contradiction”
beyond univocal and recognizes that the thesis
of the incompatibility of human nature and met-
aphysics is wrong: But what have | here said,
that reflections very refined and metaphysical
have little or no influence upon us? «This opin-
ion | can scarce forbear retracting, and con-
demning from my present feeling and experi-
ence» [12, p.184].

An example of Hume’s interpretation of
metaphysical human nature should be consid-
ered in Chapter XII "An Inquiry Concerning
Human Understanding” — namely, requirements
to the ethics as basic philosophical project — a
positive orientation to the good, which should be
permanent in all its power and vitality. Under-
standing and conceiving pyrrhonian as an exam-
ple of nature neglecting in its broad sense, Hume
does not accept it, because it poses the threat to
human life destruction in general: "All dis-
course, all action would immediately cease; men
would remain in a total lethargy, till the necessi-
ty of their nature unsatisfied put at end so their
existence.” [11, p.187]. But he is not inclined to
increase tensions and predict terrible scenarios
of the future. In his opinion, it is a virtual hardly
probable scenario, because its principles do not
have a real reason. Real life sorts everything out

quickly, since "Nature is always too strong for
principles" [11, p 187]. As for us the important
point of Hume position is a kind of "dream", it
still means its unequivocal condemnation. It is
important to avoid the temptation of creating the
image of an enemy that needs to be expelled and
defeated. The more important for Hume is the
ability to understand main factors of the current
state of things and reflect on the possibility how
to overcome it by using available human re-
sources.

Analyzing the reasons for Hume’s refusal
from unambiguous judgments, it is necessary to
pay attention to his vision of a quite new posi-
tion of human in the Early Modern Era. This
position is determined with the help of notions
“eccentric” and ‘whimsical”. It is an illustration,
embodiment of the paradoxes of human nature
that simultaneously implies the presence of
some knowledge, and makes this presence im-
possible: "...who must act, and reason, and be-
lieve; though they are not able, by their most
diligent inquiry, to satisfy themselves concern-
ing the foundation of these operations, or to re-
move the objections which may be raised against
them™ [11, p 187].

According to the thoughts of Hume, he is far
from not only unambiguous understanding of
nature, but also man (human) reflected in his
theories in text books.

Originality

Contemporary understanding of the position
of anthropological project in Hume's philosophy
is regarded as unsatisfactory by the author. De-
velopment of the basic project as anthropologi-
cal is rooted in scientific revolution and needs to
be continued and completed. Contemporary
prevalence of deanthropogical versions of
Hume's philosophy is the result of underestimat-
ed significance of the concept of nature in the
broad sense. According to the philosopher's
texts, heuristic potential of Hume's position is
emphasized by the author. The modern version
of the basic project in the early modern age is
criticized and demands significant changes to
become anthropological.

Findings

Modern perception of Hume’s philosophy as
an anthropological project is unsatisfactory in
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terms of historical and philosophical science and
needs to be given detailed analysis. In order to
understand the conditions of anthropological
project significance, it is advisable to focus on:
a) scientific revolution and the necessity to com-
plete it; b) determined role of the concept of na-
ture in its broad sense. Nowadays the way of
Hume's rethinking of the basic project of modern
philosophy as insufficiently anthropological is
quite heuristic. Empiricism, dogmatism, super-
stition and skepticism are the manifestations of
the latter. For Hume, the era was as an incom-
plete anthropological project and its legacy as
the most complete form of explication. Today
the interest in the phenomenon of a human pro-
vides a reasonable basis to define that modern
period is related to the era of Hume, and there-
fore, to give some reasoning for his remarkable
ideas as New Hume's era.
