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MYTHOLOGIC AND DESTRUCTION OF THE SCIENTIFIC
AND ARCHAIC CONSCIOUSNESS (TRAVELING TO SOURCES OF
PRESOCRATIC THINKING)

Purpose. The purpose of research consists in that: having plunged into depths of primitive consciousness (using
the recipe of many thinkers of non-classical philosophy), to reveal contradiction of the European thought (at its
sources) in Ancient Greek thought and show resources of mythological thinking on the way of overcoming of these
contradictions. Methodology. All methodological installations, using possibilities, borderlines and effects of non-
classical consciousness, have appeared insufficiently effective for adequate understanding of essence of the person.
The generalised method, which is used by us, leans on deep resources of high-energy consciousness and on
decoding of possibilities of anthropological time that it presumes to open new horizons of human existence.
Originality. Addressing to modern representations about the changed conditions of consciousness, we have tried to
see the historically generated discursive practices of understanding reality by the consciousness (including the
historical one). Thus, using the consistently conducted destruction we are aimed at reaching the first sources of
consciousness and revealing the deep historical mechanisms of temporal consciousnesses formation (as far as it
possible in the modern conditions). Conclusions. It is shown that the use of the basic ideas of Ancient Greek
thought leads scientific consciousness to deadlocks of contradictions, which were consistently revealed during
subsequent history of philosophy and culture. The analysis of ancient mythological texts allows concluding, that the
Greek thought is not a source of modern scientific thought. That is to understand the scientific thought one should
address to the more ancient archaic thinking. Thus, to overcome the contradictions of modern scientific and
philosophical thought it is necessary to search new alternative (more ancient) sources of understanding of the
historical reality, first of all, connected with deepening into ancient (mythological) thought.

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THE IMPACT OF VIRTUAL REALITY ON SELF-ACTUALIZATION
OF TEENAGERS: ANTHROPOLOGICAL DIMENSION

Purpose. Mechanization and computerization of modern society causes dramatic changes in the forms and
methods of teaching. Their uniqueness lies in bringing computer technology and the Internet for education, causing
formation of extreme polar social assessments of their impact on the harmonious development of children and
adolescents, on possibility of self-actualization of natural potentials of teenagers whose minds are often on the brink
of real and virtual worlds. Methodology is caused by interdisciplinary approach, involving not only the use of
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scientific methods such as analysis, synthesis and generalization, but also the methods of comparative analysis and
analogies which were used to solve specific research problems related to the study of influence of computer
technology and created through it virtual reality on self-actualization of teenagers. Originality lays in the
explication of conceptual philosophical core to study the impact of virtual reality on self-actualization of teenagers
and to prove possibility of differentiation of such concepts as "actualization™ and "self-actualization" for the study of
specific features of teenagers’ development. Such the approach provides a theoretical justification of major conflicts
of personality development in adolescence and clearly demonstrates the threats that virtual reality brings to the
process of person formation and development of mankind. Conclusions. Due to high levels of emotional stress in
teenagers’ worldview, there is no evidence to suggest that they are at the level of self-actualization. The latter is
possible only in the case of organic inclusion of adolescents in real socio-cultural processes, while their simulation
in the virtual world can lead to inhibition of personality development.

THE DRAMATIC APPROACH OF I. HOFFMAN IN STRUCTURING THE
SPACE OF FASHION

The purpose of work is to explicate the opportunities of dramatic approach of I. Hoffman to analyse the fashion
as a space. A concrete material, where the action of the concept is demonstrated, it is the demonstration of clothing
on seasonal fashion shows of designer’s collection. The methodology is the dramatic approach of 1. Hoffmann,
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comparative analysis. The above mentioned methodology allowed us to trace the interconnection of image and
fashion in zonal distribution of performance space. Originality consists in enriching of dramatic approach by
analysis of fashion space by its zonal distribution that was used in the context of the combination of spatial and
image component. Conclusions. Dramatic approach presents new methodology of fashion research that requires
further consideration. We can distinguish two levels of understanding the concept of I. Hoffmann: individual and
supra-individual, which are combined in spatial terms. I. Hoffmann's definition of social formation as a space
allows you to explore the fashion in this context. Zonal distribution of fashion according to dramatic approach
reveals its interconnection with the image. Dramatic approach allows us to trace the dynamics in the space of
fashion for disclosure of its ontological characteristics which are associated with space and time. Dualism of
separation and unity of zones, their dynamism show the coincidence of image and fashion in spatial level. The
proposed general model allows specifying a variety of spaces of fashion in their unity. Spatial differentiation
(fashion store, magazine, and showing seasonal collections of designer and other) suggests the possibility of
dramatic performance approach in each area, which may be a subject of investigation for the following publication.

Purpose of the work is to analyze the trends of contemporary visual studies that represent a combination of
visual presentations of social and cultural communities and traditions. The task is to make an attempt to highlight
main theories leading authors to create a coherent system of concepts related to the field of visual studies. The
methodology involves an appeal to the philosophical, cultural, cultural-anthropological concepts that define the
specificity of contemporary visual studies. The works of Western scholars like P. Bourdieu, U. Eco, U. Mitchell, N.
Mirzoeff, S. Pink, G. Rose, J. Rubi, P. Shtompka, N. Underberg, E. Zorn are also involved. In the article presented
the theory of A. Usmanova and S. Avanesov. Originality lies in the creation of a single integrated approach to the
visual review. There were clarified the concepts that form the basis of visual studies: visual culture, visual turn and
visual practice. The results can be used for the training course "Visual practices and communication." The
conclusions indicated that the study of practical areas, including the study of the phenomenon of fashion, the visual
design of the city, cinema and photography, advertising and television is important, both in the west and in the
national philosophy. Perceptions and practices of various forms of visual presentation serve as communication. They
pointed out that the study provides a visual environment to attract a large array of material, which is typically
analyzed within disciplines philosophical, cultural and anthropological circles. Using an interdisciplinary approach
will contribute to the development of a single methodology, which can be involved in the analysis of all phenomena
of visual culture.

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AMBIGUOUS JANUS OF MODERN DEMOCRACY

Purpose. The purpose of the research is to analyze ambiguous concept of democracy as a phenomenon of
political and social formation based on political and instrumental approach. As a result, some deep fundamentals of
human social existence and values as social life basis are blurred. Task. The task of this investigation is to reveal
the concept of democracy in its invariative philosophical meaning and find the consequences of global social
transformations towards social entropy. Methods of investigation. To implement the task an activity approach has
been used with further possibility to single out two approaches - politological and philosophical. The focus on
democracy from philosophic point of view makes possible to anticipate negative entropic processes that lead to
future ambiguity. Subject matter. Chaotic social processes can result in ruined family, spiritual, legal and moral
formations. Regulatory and legal paradigms are becoming less effective and entail disintegration of spiritual and
value constituents of worldview causing necessary conditions for social entropy. Originality and Findings.
Possible threats for human freedom that hinder the way to targeted prospects of mankind have been considered in
the paper. Thus, taking into account all positive aspects of democracy, it is simultaneously becoming the tool of
continuous differentiation of society into tiny autonomous communities similar to nomadic atomization of society.
The concept based on moral substantial existence basis as in “axis time” by K. Jaspers that can prevent social

entropy resulting in world anthropologic catastrophes has been grounded in the present research.

Problem statement

Despite a great deal of philosophic research de-
voted to social and political processes, political and
religious human existence requires deeper insight
into social and cultural changes and the place of
ethical values. A person is changing his conven-
tional understanding of a language, culture and
democracy, which are the fundamentals of human
worldviews. Today a dramatic change of
worldviews is not considered to be critical since
the crisis is becoming permanent for our epoch.
Consequently, this situation needs philosophical
reflection on goals and expectations of desired out-
comes as a result of democratic transformations.

In previous centuries A.Tocqueville, M.Weber,
F. Nietzsche, O. Spengler paid significant attention
to the issues related to the problems of the future of
European civilization. These issues were gaining in
importance in western European philosophy during
XX-XXI centuries. The scientists focused not only
on underdeveloped democratic institutions but also
on further ways of society democratization with
principal problems of complexity and frustration
from social transformations concerning the sense
and priority of values in civil society, state and
institutions.

These problems were dominantly investigated
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by F. Fukuyama, E. Hamer, P. Marino, L. Ou-
lahbib, A. Galchinskyi.

This area of research is important enough since
the mentioned processes directly concern anthro-
pological issues connected with freedom, human
rights and existential component of human life.

To research the topic it is necessary not to stick
only to politological explanation of democracy as
people power in presentative and liberal ways, be-
cause such concept does not include a wide range
of social and cultural as well as religious phenom-
ena in the life of humans.

Another approach is based on philosophic in-
terpretation of the analysis of in-deep spiritual
grounds of social existence. The paper investigates
potential threats for the human realm perspectives
that can be dangerous for further intensive demo-
cratic transformations.

Nowadays politological analytics dominates
over philosophic explanation of complex demo-
cratic processes making inner basis of social hu-
man being more obscure instead of clear identifica-
tion of human values and future global prospects.

Democracy creates and promotes understanding
between majority and minority, protects human
rights, aims to introduce social equality by virtue
of some power tools. A goal of any democratic
society, as a rule, is limited to certain strategies

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and methods of governmental organization, re-
striction of authority outrage, protection of human
rights, principle of government responsibility to
citizens and protection of human dignity and safe-
ty.

The suggested philosophic research is not fo-
cused on political and instrumental approach in
order to understand democracy but represents the
approach which conceives the whole human exist-
ence and provides answers to the questions con-
cerning goals and ways of democratic transfor-
mations and can define conditions, directions and
their evaluation criteria.

Thus, to analyze possible effects and perspec-
tives of democratic changes it is necessary to con-
sider investigations of entropic processes re-
searched by V. Altukhov, V. Styopin, A. Ahiezera
etc. This problem is quite important to be studied
in order to find out heuristic, analytical and meth-
odological potential essential for understanding the
modern world.

Advocates of social entropy theory have stud-
ied new levels and hierarchy of social systems or-
ganization that include elements of chaos, disorder,
self-organization of social movements leading to
disintegration of communities. But the scientists
have not yet solved the problem whether democra-
cy is a way or a goal of nation existence? Are there
any limits of democratic transformations and how
to prevent social entropy? What is a mysterious
sense of democracy and whether we understand its
final effect in humanistic scale?

We mean whether it is still necessary to restrict
as long as possible those democratic achievements
that developed western countries are so proud of,
or alternatively, to forward the progress of demo-
cratic institutions reformation and prepare for new
transformation changes related to integration and
assimilation of hundred thousands of emigrants
from different nations?

The situation described brings to irreversible
consequences in demographic changes that can
make European nation just be “dissolved” in oth-
er civilisations, as it happened to the Roman Em-
pire.

For efficient analysis of the problem it is quite
reasonable to consider new cognitive methods and
notions that can help meaningfully represent the
effects of some transformations in developed dem-
ocratic countries and take into account new prac-
tices and tendencies to understand complex social
systems.

The XXth century is remarkable for scientific
research in the field of general systems theory,
synergetic principles of self-organized system
functioning based on “entropy - negentropy” con-
cept.

Such investigations deal predominantly with
the elements of chaotic system development,
which are unstructured. It is difficult to predict and
foresee them for managerial decision making.

Despite possible blames for reductionism, the
author of the article believes that the second law of
thermodynamics by Geisberg and Plank testifies
that the Universe, including all invariants of exist-
ing systems, moves randomly and irreversibly
from order to chaos, in other words towards entro-
py expansion that affects human society.

It is democracy that, on the one hand, compli-
cates social organization separating it into uncon-
trolled communities and, on the other hand, it is
gradually getting societies into entropic condition.
Such condition is the main reason for transforming
the social existence as a kind of European civilisa-
tion suicide, which is the cause of ruined economy,
culture and religion - metaphysical worldviews.

There are some approaches to interpretation of
the “entropy” concept. It was initially used in natu-
ral sciences in the XIXth century in general sys-
tems theory, later it was borrowed by synergy, in-
formation theory where significant efforts to sin-
gle out entropic processes not only in natural phe-
nomena but also in ideology, politics, economy
and culture were made.

According to one approach to social entropy,
there is a constant expansion of social environment
types and financial resources in societies that is
very essential to implement continually increasing
human needs. The more intensive economic politi-
cal and cultural growth, consumption and commu-
nicative possibilities are, the wider choice for per-
sonal fulfilment and social life harmonization a
person has.

S. Khaitun thinks that in the mentioned pro-
cesses “entropy is incorrectly identified with cha-
0s” [7, p.98]. The limitation of Khaitun's approach
is that the opposite notion of hentropy is not differ-
entiated from entropy, but it is oriented to stabilize
the characteristics of social system as a counter-
measure to destructive social processes and inno-
vative elements, which are a potential threat to the
system. The social system stability is maintained as
a rule with the help of repressive government ma-
chinery balanced by regulatory and legal frame-
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work.

A contrary opinion but close to the key point of
entropy in critical conditions is presented in the
research of Y.Knyazev [5] and M. llyin [4]. Entro-
py is a key segment of disintegration and transfor-
mation of developed social systems with democrat-
ic life principles.

In a civil society any entropic processes in so-
cial phenomena are realized through social move-
ment, professional communities, non-
governmental organizations, various communities
and virtual as well. Political and cultural openness
of the society is realized in information space, it
intensifies life of individuals, ensures freedom and
rights implementation.

At the stage of rapid development of a modern
European society the mentioned processes indicate
social chaos intensification especially in political
and economic crises, weakened morality of com-
munities, unpredictability of events, impossibility
to control certain processes traditionally that result
in disharmony of social relations and cause social
stress.

As a result of uncertain social goal awareness,
marital, spiritual, legal, moral and other social and
cultural formations are promoted to be ruined.
Regulatory and legal paradigms are becoming lost
and entail disintegration of spiritual and value
components of worldview that bound people to-
gether with certain traditions along the previous
centuries.

In our opinion, migration multiculturalism is
the ground for entropic process intensification in
contemporary European societies. Ethnic groups or
enclaves become self-sufficient cultural formations
with their own religion, customs, and traditional
views on well-being.

Self-isolation of emigrant communities, mental
isolation from powerful European culture destroy
the individuality of a foreigner. Pragmatism and
consumerism are becoming core principles of his
daily life and do not make him develop either his
own national culture or European values.

Nowadays Europe requires migrants to endure
a pension burden and provide civil servants and
other privileged groups with high income. Over
the past few decades the development trends of
Western civilization more and more resemble a
kind of deinstallation of European values with the
search of new solutions to hot issues - sense of
purpose in life, which was previously considered
as metaphysical values with closer attention to
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such concepts as faith, hope and future. Europeans
seem to have accepted the extinction of their civili-
zation and enjoy to some extent the crisis called
“The death of Europe” by O. Spengler.

There is no exaggeration to say that intensifica-
tion of feminine movement in 60-s - 80-s of XX
century when women were presented as highly
community-minded and were not ready to give
their place to men can be somehow considered as a
reason for the crisis.

It just caused gradual destruction of family in-
stitute. Theoretical grounds for family destruction
were described in philosophy of Marx, then were
continued by ‘critical theory' of Frankfurt School -
H. Marcuse, T. Adorno [8], by Italian A. Gramsci,
who 'attacked' European values, hierarchic authori-
ty structures, sexual restrictions in a feminine way.
Such movement provoked attack on Christian civi-
lization [6, 43].

The theorists of Frankfurt School determined
social potential for new democratic transfor-
mations - fringe groups, ethnic minorities, youth
radical groups, hired workers and unemployed
from the third world countries.

Feminism is theoretically considered to be a
fringe component of a protest campaign strategy
due to Christian values blockade where regression
of bourgeois morals makes possible to unsettle in-
ternally European culture.

This theoretical substantiation resulted in wom-
an's dismissal from family (to live for oneself) and
is becoming popular in Europe. A family for such a
female is not essential secondary like an economic
environment that separates society into small
groups. In this case there is no need in a family.
European women do not tend to have children due
to a number of reasons - career, fitness as well as a
cult of hedonism and consumerism. A woman is
getting more and more distant from family prob-
lems and parenting. It provides evidence of a cer-
tain revolution in European consciousness. The
future of culture, nation, and people is becoming
unclear and undetermined when physical and so-
cial regeneration for most females is problematic.

There are some findings in gender research to-
wards gradual displacement of moral and ethical
grounds of human existence and their replacement
with financial (unspiritual) motivation that says for
female orientation to external world but not inter-
nal, existential.

The gender theory analyzes human existence
and female in particular from the point of for-
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mation approach developed by Marxism. The aim
of a contemporary society is not limited only to
efficiency and competitiveness of production since
a person is workforce along with other means of
production. This approach is mainly focused on a
simple workforce recovery and dominant way of
production. Marxism ideology of social and eco-
nomic formation in this issue was highly criticized
and lost its popularity.

Nowadays a civilization approach is more effi-
cient in social science and philosophy. It makes
possible to understand an individual as a repre-
sentative of some culture, way of life, moral and
spiritual values. There is a definite role and place
of this individual in the terms of national, mental
and demographic characteristics determined by
extended recovery of a human. Social and cultural
peculiarities are of high priority in the analysis that
helps to make a person's development a goal of the
society.

Entropic processes going along with democracy
have negative influence on the ethical aspect of a
human life as well as on the purpose set by the
society - goals are becoming amorphic and result
in moral conditions and daily life outcomes - an-
tagonism between conceptual mind and human
freedom is escalating [8, 112].

It is worth agreeing with Spinoza's thought that
the nature has no goals, it does not have goods or
evil but all final reasons of existence are due to
human insights.

The presented evaluation points at the draw-
back of advocates of general systems theory who
do not distinguish the features of natural existence
from its social specificity.

As the laws of dialectics have no prognostic
function, so the greater number of entropic pro-
cesses in general systems theory present the socie-
ty with a fact of expected changes with no time
frames of critical transformations.

The mentioned theories do not take into ac-
count more complicated mechanism of social sys-
tems based on pendulum principle - limiting and
broadening of democratic freedom that depends on
one or another political regime.

Social entropy affects spiritual human life
which is full of value and moral senses.

The task of philosophy is to shape human sens-
es and meaning of life towards sense of purpose of
human existence and ideal of future as a strategic
direction of mankind development.

Is it possible to prevent entropic process with

the help of governmental or non-governmental in-
stitutions? It is extremely difficult to talk about
basic human values based on totalitarian ideology
that could unite different nations and ethnic groups
with their religious and cultural diversity.

Social entropy is mostly evident in the process-
es of human depersonification through mass cul-
ture, forced communication, virtual existence (per-
sonal and social), economic globalization, gender
equality, etc.

The matter of the future of Europe in historic
and spiritual, demographic and social scope is not
only theoretical but absolutely practical.

The downfall of European culture can be con-
nected with the fact that society is not at the stage
of its spiritual development like creative spiritual
breakthrough developed Europe's Renaissance. As
M. Berdyaev has rightly noted “there is always a
fall of creative potential, spirit exhaustion after a
certain rise” in any culture, i.e. a new entropic
condition of society is being developed with col-
lapsed ideals and lost meanings.

European societies are striving to more external
“decoration” of life organization but not to condi-
tions for sound and proper existence which shows
that “the purpose represents itself in the life, in
practice and it is substitution of life purpose for life
means” [1, 162-163].

For some reasons in historic retrospective there
is always a certain correlation between bursts of
spiritual social development and gains in integrity
like individual significance, feeling of difference,
awareness of mission purpose in transcendental
towards social (as well demographic) recovery.

The spirit of contemporary European culture is
pragmatic that entails ruined social and cultural
ideals oriented to abundant existence [11, p.12-13].
To what extent do democratic principles ensure
holistic existence? Democratic principles of life
inhibit implementation of national and ethnic ide-
als and contradict most global national formations.

Our civilization is on its way to global changes
in a new system of value orientation, where the
society can give each individual to set his goal,
choose values, have opportunities for self-
realization and be responsible for the choice, as
"the occurrence of the situation in which the col-
lective can reasonably be held morally responsible
for an outcome, whereas none of the individuals
can reasonably be held morally responsible for that
outcome™ [9, p.5].

Democracy as a principle of common interests
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balancing has no values. The relations which pro-
mote expansion and restoration of whole social
system, individual socialization and provide self-
realization possibilities taking into account socially
significant interests become absolute values.

Aspiration to be equal in European civilization
is behind the main idea of Modern which is devel-
oping today and is founded on single world logic
of economic and social development towards glob-
alization with its blind corners. Democratic princi-
ples have become more significant than social hu-
man purposiveness that brings some dissonance in
people's world perception.

On this subject P. Marino mentions that “multi-
plicity, pluralism, conflict, and compromise are not
defects in a moral point of view” [12, p.9].

However, democratic principles used by social
organism as a whole have possibilities to transfer
some part of authority to minority. This is actually
a danger since uncontrolled entropic processes take
place and are focused on segregation of the whole
social system opposed to self-organization orienta-
tion where usually power authority (economic, fi-
nancial, intellectual) is concentrated.

Why does not the entropy absorb traditional
forms of self-regulation outside Europe and the
USA and is not so widespread in most world coun-
tries? It does not testify that nations and ethnic
groups are underdeveloped but shows much more
profound metaphysical origin of these communi-
ties with non-European specifics.

Literally, rationalized principles of democracy
can perform only local but not general functions
aimed at maintaining the life in whole, i.e. Europe-
an civilization. Otherwise, only totalitarism or reli-
gious and fundamental ideology can restrict social
entropy in a way of unification and hierachization
of existence.

It is worth predicting that deep understanding
of inevitable transformation of value orientation by
European nations can lead to limited democratic
freedom in order to slow down entropic processes.

Nowadays there is an active search for basic
values essential for new spiritual models and tradi-
tional beliefs about religious values that unite peo-
ple, nations and religions. It becomes important
when ethical criteria are unclear in existing poly-
cultural space that can function on the basis of hu-
man principles of human coexistence.

L. Oulahbib wrote “In fact, the part of moral
philosophy which aim is ethics conceives itself in
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terms of modernity, i.e. in normative dimension of
axiomatic or conventionalistic type” [13, 5]

Democracy, as a variety of the ways of life and
pluralistic type of social thought is becoming the
basis of fragmented mutation in European culture
that influences evaluation criteria with common
purpose and dispersed ideals.

Thus, universal is dying in the variety, spiritual
component of the society is ruined and as a result,
the loss of European identity is close.

Humanity seems to have irrevocably got into
the trap of Gegel's 'tricks' of Logos, that uses peo-
ple for personal purposes, tempts their fate through
wars, conflicts, sufferings and contributes into uni-
versal development of history to implement pro-
gress ideas.

Findings and Conclusions

The research has shown that spiritual dimen-
sion and culture are based on a moral constituent.
That is the reason for national values to become
clusters of spiritual energy and potential, as op-
posed to unlimited power of authority.

This investigation is quite relevant for Ukraine
in particular, because this country is on its way to
national, social and political identity, its peculiar
place in social space of European countries.

Therefore, with all possible advantages of de-
mocracy, it is simultaneously becoming a mecha-
nism of continuous destruction and development of
social system as a whole by means of social differ-
entiation into autonomous communities, groups,
segments towards 'nomadic' atomization of socie-
ties that accelerates irrevocable entropic processes.

The author of the article strongly believes that
only common idea based on moral substantial basis
of existence like K. Jaspers' concept of ‘axial age'
can become 'energy' centre for humanity in order
to prevent social entropic destruction leading to
global anthropological catastrophes.

There is a hope that European culture, in its ab-
solute sense, is able to predict entropic processes
accumulating millennial intellectual and practical
experience and make use of them for communities
survival. It is quite unjustified and unsafe to con-
sider that democracy is an unambiguous concept.
Thus, it is necessary to be ready for unexpected
and unpredictable consequences turning away from
any illusion that democracy will totally rule the
society.

Introduction

Northrop, V. Pareto, P. Sorokin, A. de Tocqueville,
A. Toynbee, L. Frobenius, F. Fukuyama, O.
Spengler, C. Jaspers, |. Wallerstein, paid attention
to the historical and civilizational processes and
problems of civilizational interaction. Many theo-
ries of civilization and culture place great emphasis
on progress. In particular, linear-stadial approach
represented by L. Morgan, F. Engels, W. Rostow,
D. Bell, A. Toffler is based on the concept of linear
time. Despite certain differences in their views,
these scientists proceed from the assumption that
the underlying logic of human history is the same
for each society. For them, society appears as an
integrated system of components and subsystems
that develops from simple to complex states, and
this development is irreversible. The momentum
for change is deeply rooted in human society and
generated by needs for self-realization and self-
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transformation. In contrast to this interpretation of
historical process, civilizational approach to histo-
ry that is based on the concept of cyclical time was
formed. Its advocates N. Danilevsky, O. Spengler,
A. Toynbee reject the idea of permanent progress.
They claim that every civilization follows the way
of living organisms: from birth through flowering
to decline and death. Cyclical approach (with cer-
tain interpretations) is represented in writings of P.
Sorokin, A. Kroeber, C. Quigley, L. Gumilyov. I.
Wallerstein’s concept of social changes is based on
bifurcation theory. Unlike linear, cyclical or wave-
like models, it does not focus on the trajectory of
changes, but rather on the choice of the future path
of development. Relatively new resonant theories
of civilizations - F. Fukuyama’s “The End of His-
tory” and S. Huntington’s “The Clash of Civiliza-
tions” - reflect certain aspects of the new world
order. F. Fukuyama insists that Western liberal
democracy is the final point of civilizational de-
velopment: there are no alternatives to the social
market economy and democratic political system.
S. Huntington does not agree that there is the only
one vector of development and expects world con-
flicts to unfold along the fault lines between civili-
zations. In particular, such differences in interpre-
tation are based on their understanding of human
nature. It should be mentioned that F. Fukuyama’s
concept is important and interesting because it
draws attention to the sphere of human values. Ac-
cording to it, one of the major components of so-
cial transformation is the struggle for recognition
and attainment of human dignity.

Various studies have accumulated a large
amount of information about the civilizational in-
teractions. However the relationships between civi-
lizations are becoming more complex and contra-
dictory in the modern world. H. Frankfort argues
that “all comprehensive theories are probably futile
because the forces that motivated the development
of civilizations may never be known” [1].

The interaction of civilizations is becoming the
imperative of contemporary world politics. The
contradictions that can be decisive in the 21st cen-
tury are manifesting in this interaction. On the one
hand, the world is becoming the unified whole
through economic, technological, and information-
al integration. On the other hand, this increased
integration leads to the growth of cultural aware-
ness. Societies, which have distinctive geographic
features, history, traditions, languages, religions,
and cultural practices, have to coexist within a sin-
gle information space. They interact and influence
each other through intercultural communication.
The principle of multi-polar world system serves
as a base norm and ideological reference point.
However, in reality this approach comes into direct
conflict with the ideology of unipolar globalism
[11]. Different interpretations of the future struc-
ture of the world lead to political and economic
clashes with opponents and emergence of danger-
ous strategies that absorb enormous resources and
put the world on the verge of the new political or-
der that does not exclude military methods. In this
process, “national minds, ideas” are colliding with
their opponents and fighting for their best “pro-
jects” for the world development. Modern civiliza-
tion theory reflects the world globalization pro-
cesses, increased interdependence of the states, and
at the same time the deepening of regional cooper-
ation and confrontation of existing regional blocks.

In this process, the civilizational identity is be-
ginning to play a significant role in the political
culture in any given country. Today the civiliza-
tional status of the countries and regions is a sub-
ject of scientific research as well as political specu-
lations. Due to proliferation of religious influences
that largely mediate civilizational identity, atten-
tion is focused on the threats of military conflict
between countries that represent various local civi-
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lizations. These civilizations are not always friend-
ly to Western liberal values, processes of moderni-
zation, and development of post-industrial mass
society. “The rivalry of the superpowers is re-
placed by the clash of civilizations. In this new
world the most pervasive, important, and danger-
ous conflicts will not be between social classes,
rich and poor, or other economically defined
groups, but between peoples belonging to different
cultural entities. Tribal wars and ethnic conflicts
will occur within civilizations... And the most
dangerous conflicts are those along the fault lines
between civilizations... The philosophical assump-
tions, underlying values, social relations, customs,
and overall outlooks on life differ significantly
among civilizations. The revitalization of religion
throughout much of the world is reinforcing these
cultural differences. Cultures can change, and the
nature of their impact on politics and economics
can vary from one period to another. Yet the major
differences in political and economic development
among civilizations are clearly rooted in their dif-
ferent cultures. East Asian economic success has
its source in East Asian culture, as do the difficul-
ties East Asian societies have had in achieving sta-
ble democratic political systems. Islamic culture
explains in large part the failure of democracy to
emerge in much of the Muslim world. Develop-
ments of the postcommunist societies of Eastern
Europe and the former Soviet Union are shaped by
their civilizational identities. Those with Western
Christian heritages are making progress toward
economic development and democratic politics;
the prospects for economic and political develop-
ment in the Orthodox countries are uncertain; the
prospects in the Muslim republics are bleak” [7,
p.28-29].

Faced with the challenges of our time, re-
searchers are turning to the civilizational approach
that gives an opportunity to look at the history of
mankind through the eyes of others, see its differ-
ent facets, and deeply examine controversial is-
sues. This approach has a number of advantages. It
gives a new perspective of the multidimensional
vision of history. According to this approach,
world history appears to us as a colourful spectrum
of the options for the development of humanity.
Each of them has its advantages and disadvantages,
and none is perfect. The history of civilizations is
not a ladder that let humanity to go up, but shining
peaks of a mountain chain that complement each
other and form a magnificent and unshakable in its
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glory panorama.

At the present stage of scientific development
the integral theory of civilizations seems to be the
most productive tools for the interpretation of the
events taking place in our world. It allows to con-
nect linear-stadial and local approaches, switch
from the monistic explanation of the past to the
pluralistic, and take into consideration the diversity
of the factors causing human activity: from eco-
nomic and technological to spiritual. Civilization is
a social cultural community united by spiritual tra-
dition, which allows people to combine and im-
prove patterns of behaviour, values and ideals of
local cultures, material culture, the environment,
resources, and ways of using them. Unlike other
human communities, civilizations, as a rule, try to
extrapolate their cultural principles, especially their
worldviews, to the representatives of the other re-
gions. They create the so-called civilizing projects
that are trying to actualize their own ideas about
the perfect world order. Civilizational identity is
directly connected to a sense of self as the link in
the historical chain of humans. The theory of civi-
lizations reflects an experience of thinkers who
sought to build a logically consistent and histori-
cally accurate image of the past. It allows us to
understand the present and predict the future. It has
scientific, cultural and philosophical significance,
can serve as the basis of historical consciousness,
and promote the successful activity in our contra-
dictory world. Thus, the integral theory of civiliza-
tions is a promising strategy for contemporary hu-
manities.

The integral theory of civilizations is trying to
combine the study of “our” and “their” civiliza-
tions, general and particular history, the major
trends of global development, as well as the local
variants of the historical process, the logic of
which can only be understood within the ideology
and values of local cultures. It is considering the
new knowledge about human historical develop-
ment in a broader context.

This combination of approaches developed by
the best historians of civilizations reflects on a the-
oretical level the coexistence of two objective
trends in the modern world processes: the trend
toward universalization, formation of the world
civilization and the trend toward differentiation,
awareness of personal cultural identity and the de-
sire to preserve it. Neither world system analysis,
which considers mainly the global aspects of the
historical life of mankind, nor culture-centered ap-
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proaches that spread from Europe to the Third
World and focus on restoring the uniqueness of
historical fact, are able to reflect and take into ac-
count these two features of the modern historical
process. The integral theory of civilizations has to
consider the deep multidimensional crisis of the
world civilization, peoples desire to rethink their
experience as a part of their own cultural tradi-
tions, as well as the fact that the crisis itself is a
manifestation of the existence of the world civili-
zation. Therefore, the ways to overcome it require
the preservation and development of the global
social and cultural structures and forms of self-
consciousness.

For the fruitful development of the modern the-
ory of civilizations we need to move away from
both total universalism and overemphasis on cul-
tural differences, since in the above mentioned
cases universal and particular, theory and factual
account, linear-stadial and cyclic models of the
historical process are opposed to each other. Thus,
researcher’s attention is focused on a small part of
the historical reality. Various concepts of the theo-
ry of civilizations come into conflict with each
other forcing a scientist to insist on the “only one
truth” and reject the achievements of the oppo-
nents.

United States researchers G.W. Hewes [6] and
H.L. Guilderson [5], whose works were devoted to
the study of the daily life components in civiliza-
tional analysis and the development of civilization-
al ideas during the Enlightenment, gave a new im-
petus to the activity of The International Society
for the Comparative Study of Civilizations. In par-
ticular, G.W. Hewes stated that:

“]l. An effort should be made, in connection
with a serious study of any civilization to deter-
mine if there have been serious efforts to investi-
gate its everyday life aspects.

2. Scholarly aids in the search for useful daily-
life evidence should be consulted, and if they are
inadequate, remedied by means of bibliographies
and examination of sources likely to have been
overlooked.

3. Assuming that substantial information can be
assembled on everyday life in the history of a giv-
en civilization, it would be worthwhile to check the
evidence for systematic regularities or discontinui-
ties. Thus, some historians have asserted that “pri-
vate life” has only existed in civilizations, or per-
haps only in comparatively recent ones. The
“grand narrative” approach should be examined for
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possible deficiencies.

4. Some civilizations may exhibit marked dif-
ferences in everyday life patterns from one region
to another, rural and small towns to large cities,
and especially from class to class, or different reli-
gious sects within a civilization, or from one age-
group to another” [6, p.90]. It will be helpful in
expanding our knowledge of certain civilizations.

Many classic books on the history and theory of
civilizations have recently been issued and reis-
sued. For example, “The Story of Civilizations”
(11 volume set) by W. Durant and A. Durant [3]
was reissued in 1993 and at the beginning of the
21st century (it also exists as e-book (2014). “The
History of Civilization” originally published be-
tween 1920-70 started being reprinted in 1997. It
covers prehistory and historical ethnography,
Greek, Roman, Eastern, Judeo-Christian, European
civilizations. The general editor C.K. Ogden sum-
marized up-to-date findings and theories of histori-
ans, anthropologists, archaeologists and sociolo-
gists. Along with reissues of classic writings of O.
Spengler, M. Weber, A. Toynbee, C. Jaspers, F.
Braudel, A. Toffler, N. Danilevsky, etc., there are
many new research works devoted to the theory of
civilizations. A historiographical study of this the-
ory, comparative study of values and norms of the
cultures are necessary conditions for the further
development of the integral theory of civilizations.

Today we can observe a process of synthesis of
linear-stadial and local approaches to the theory of
civilizations, in particular the world system ap-
proach, the history of local civilizations and micro-
historical research. In USA comparative studies of
civilizations involve a more comprehensive inves-
tigation of historical anthropology, history of daily
life, and intellectual history. In turn, European his-
torians are recently demonstrating great interest to
comparative studies referring to the challenges of
EU and the “rebirth” of civilizational identity in
Europe. It should be mentioned that even linear
historical processes, such as preconditions of mod-
ernization (the Anthropic, Agricultural, Urban,
Axial, Scientific revolutions) [8] and moderniza-
tion are considered recently in close connection
with the peculiarities of local civilizations. The
Eastern and the Western paradigms of civilization-
al development are seen as complementary. They
are studied through the analysis of personal spir-
itual experience and social role of certain public
figures performing similar functions/roles in dif-
ferent social cultural systems. “Many civilizations
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developed in ways that influenced each other.
Their own rhythms, if any, were considerably
changed, having been influenced by other civiliza-
tions. For example, Japanese civilization changed
considerably under the influences of the “Axial
Revolution” of East Asia and the “Scientific Revo-
lution” of the West. Therefore, the lateral axis
comparing civilizations is not an assumed contem-
poraraneity, but common transformations on the
global scale” [8, p.5].

The increasing threat posed by the clash of civi-
lizations can become a swan song of humanity. For
the preservation and further development of the
world civilization, there is no other choice but to
elaborate the strategies, mechanisms for consulta-
tion and dialogue, cooperation and partnership of
civilizations and states. That is why the urgent task
is to create the certain philosophical position that
will contribute to mutual understanding. Modern
theory of civilizations is not an isolated endeavor,
but it should be placed in the wider philosophical
context. As J. Searle stressed, “Philosophy is easily
the most important subject, because all the other
subjects make sense only in relations to their philo-
sophical implications” [10]. Every question has at
its core a philosophical perspective. Basic issues
that are raised within a new paradigm for relation-
ship between humans and societies could be en-
countered within philosophy. Focusing on philo-
sophical understanding of human being in Western
and Eastern traditions and perspectives, examining
the question whether representatives of different
groups/cultures/races can understand each other
and overcome their emotional barriers and mental
stereotypes in the process of communication, we
explore our own self and through philosophy come
to new conclusions in experiencing our own reali-
ties.

Such experience in the scope of philosophical
approaches to the theory of civilizations cultivates
human strength without brutality, self-confidence
without arrogance, empathy without weakness.
Going deeper into philosophical narratives, we
learn to interpret human nature and condition from
diverse world perspective, avoid and overcome
interpersonal and intercultural conflicts.

I am inclined to agree with T. Lombrozo who
emphasizes urgent need to engage philosophers in
public life: “When a political issue concerns the
economy, we often turn to economists — they’re
quoted in news stories and interviewed on air.
When a policy issue concerns the environment, we
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sometimes hear from ecologists or biologists of an
appropriate ilk. But when it comes to the kinds of
issues we’ve confronted in a single week of news -
issues about race, identity, moral responsibility and
more - we rarely hear from philosophers. | think
it’s time we did” [9].

Conclusions

We need to unite our efforts for the sake of
human survival. It is only by a constructive and
respectful dialogue that humanity will truly over-
come mutual misunderstanding, controversy, and
aggressiveness. As a result of it, people will realize
that the world is much smaller than they previously
imagined, and to preserve it the absolute value in
the diversity of world civilizations has to be recog-
nized. Dialogue participants will realize that each
of them has a unique experience, own way of pos-
ing problems and resolving them. The conversation
will take on new meaning. The recognition of the

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MIRACLES AND THE PERFECTION OF BEING: THE THEOLOGICAL
ROOTS OF SCIENTIFIC CONCEPTS

Purpose of the article is to study the Western worldview as a framework of beliefs in probable supernatural
encroachment into the objective reality. Methodology is underpinned with the idea that every cultural-historical
community envisions the reality principles according to the beliefs inherent to it which accounts for the formation of
the unique “universes of meanings”. The space of history acquires the Non-Euclidean properties that determine the
specific cultural attitudes as well as part and parcel mythology of the corresponding communities. Originality
consists in the approach to the miracle as a psychological need in a religious authority, expressed through the
religious and non-religious (scientific) worldviews, which are interconnected by invariant thinking patterns deeply
inside. It has been proven that the full-fledged existence of the religion is impossible without a miraculous
constituent. It has been illustrated that the development of society causes a transformation of beliefs in gods and in
miracles they do. The theological origins of the scientific beliefs stating the importance and regularity of the natural
processes have been outlined. Conclusions. Religion suggests emotional involvement and reasoning which is
realized by means of a miracle. The modern science reproduces the theological concept of the permanence of God
and His will at own level. Through the history of humankind not only the nature of miracle (whereof the common
tendency belongs to the daily reality expansion) underwent changes but also its suggested subject (wherein
abstraction is in trend).

ANTIQUE PARADIGM OF TECHNOLOGY

The purpose is to find out the specifics of the ancient paradigm of technology. Task: to determine the ancient
worldview universals that define ancient picture of the world; find out the meaning of the ancient concept of
«techne». Methodology. To perform the tasks it was used the paradigm approach to the historical transformation
technology, and was made historical reconstruction and explication of the production and development of
technology in antiquity. Using a functional approach has revealed a close, the inextricable link between the
constitution and functioning of ancient technology and ancient philosophical universals. The elements of scientific
novelty is, first, the paradigm approach to historical transformation technology, and secondly, research technology
within the ideological world view that is due to the domination of ancient philosophical wagon filled with new
content, different from the archaic paradigm of technology and paradigms machinery Ancient East. Conclusions.
Proved that historical transformation technology primarily due to dramatic changes philosophical Universal, which
in turn lead to a new world and a new content and technology space in it. Proved that the development of technology
and its inclusion in an ideological view of the world contributed to several factors: first, the ancient world view is no
longer a purely mythological, woven natural-philosophical ideas about the universe; basis of ancient philosophy
cosmocentrism with signs of logocentrism. Second, the ability to think through concepts, form them, allowing
isolate rational considerations of practical everyday experience was the great achievement of ancient philosophy, the
first attempt at scientific understanding of the world, the precondition and foundation of science as such. Thirdly,
purely mechanical, technical model of the world that started the ancient Greek philosophers, initiated the transition
to a scientific rational explanation of nature, unlike the previous one - irrational and mystical. Fourth, despite the
fact that ancient man was still dependent on the nature of space needed, he was sufficiently autonomous from
traditional models of life and behaviour in the implementation of his career. Fifthly, the principle of creative
development, production of the new, which was characteristic of the macrocosm, nature, spread his microcosm -
man.

The implementation of the purpose is seen in the use of
scientific and theoretical basis of the philosophy of science, mediaphilosophy, mediaphilosophical approach to
understanding society, science and technology, use of publications on selected topics of research. Originality. It
was considered the problem of scientific communication change under the influence of Big Data. Forming of media
infrastructure of science under the influence of media technology was analyzed. Conclusions. The emergence,
formation and development of mediainfrastructure makes the world scientific community see the modernist
paradigm of scientific knowledge production, pay attention to the formation of a qualitatively new ways of
transmission and reception using scientific evidence and information research. At the same time there is a need for
simultaneous and comprehensive study of the potential negative effects of media technologies for researchers and
educational activities. Note the complications self-identification individual simulation processes and phenomena that
occurs reliance on empirical base. Also there is a problem controllable and selection of information: the huge flow
of information of different kinds of content depth and complicate the selection and broadcast meaningful
knowledge.

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ANTHROPOLOGICAL DESCARTES’ RATIONALISM AND
IT'S HUSSERL’S RECEPTION

Purpose. The article is aimed to figure out the features of Husserl's reception of anthropological Descartes
rationalism. Its implementation requires a consistent solution of the following tasks: 1) schematically express a
modern vision of the basic intentions of philosophizing as an anthropological rationalism; 2) highlight the main
points of the Husserl's reception of Descartes’ rationalism as the deanthropologizing and analyze radicalization of its
basic design as the reanthropologizing. Conclusions. When clarifying the question of the method of reception and
completion of the philosophical Descartes’ project in the doctrine of Edmund Husserl, the author finds that the
originality of his reception of anthropological Descartes’ rationalism appears as the paradoxical union of denying
the existence of anthropology in the base project and the rediscovery of its key role in the radicalization of
Descartes. Thinking of its way, he comes to the rediscovery some of the key ideas of the French philosopher, rooted
in his anthropological rationalism. Among them is the basic intention of the ambivalence, the rejection of Descartes’
ideas of panrationalism, recognition irreducibility of philosophical method to the mathematical, constitutive of
human presence in the new rationalism. Prospects for further research in understanding the author sees a meaningful
relationship and continuity of the two great thinkers - namely, the personal nature of philosophizing and the ethical
focus of their searching. Originality. Appeal to the reception of Husserl's Cartesian project confirms the thesis of an
essential importance for the basic anthropological project of Descartes. The presented version of Husserl reception
base project Descartes is a reproduction of the surface age stereotypes, which link the quest of the philosopher with
the natural sciences and neglected anthropological measurements. The proposed version of the radicalization of
Descartes’ project is largely rediscovery of the key importance of anthropological measurements in the quest for the
founder of rationalism. Although Husserl himself afraid of phenomenology transformation into anthropology,
significant trends anthropologization rationalism for his pursuit is certain.

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MARTIN HEIDEGGER’S BLACK NOTEBOOKS AND POLITICAL
ECONOMY OF CONTEMPORARY PHILOSOPHICAL CRITIQUE

The purpose of the study is to determine the key strategies of philosophical criticism of Heidegger’s Black
Notebooks, whose achievement is realized in the following tasks: 1) to identify the body of texts that represent the
discourse of philosophical criticism of Heidegger notes; 2) to reveal the typological features of the different
strategies of interpreting Black Notebooks; 3) to reconstruct a thematic horizon of Heidegger studies, opened up by
discussion on published notes. The methodology combines elements of discourse analysis with traditional methods
of historical and philosophical criticism. Scientific novelty is expressed in the following: 1) philosophical discourse
of the Notebooks’ reception includes texts of narrowly specialized character (Gatherings collection of articles), as
well as reflections of key philosophers (A. Badiou, J.-L. Nancy) 2) basic strategies in philosophical critique of Black
Notebooks convey the overall structure of the discourse of interpretation of Heidegger’s legacy, distributed between
apologetics and ideological criticism; 3) Black Notebooks have exacerbated the problem of architectonics of
Gesammtausgabe and formed the textual basis for the study of "silence™ period in philosophical life of Heidegger.
Conclusions. The discourse of philosophical critique of Heidegger’s notes proves evidence for ideological charge of
philosophizing and justifies socially oriented approaches of historical and philosophical studies examining
philosophizing as a special cultural practice, not as a form of sublime creativity.

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THE RECEPTION OF THE PHILOSOPHICAL TRADITION AS A WAY
OF FORMING AMERICAN PERSONALISM: THE POST-SECULAR
VIEW

The aim of the article is to define the way of expounding the authenticity of the experience of self-cognition
opened by the personalist philosophy of the USA on the horizon of receiving the philosophical tradition established
by B. P. Bowne to lay the epistemological foundations for overcoming the impersonalist modes of thought in the
philosophical-humanitarian space of North America. At the emergent stage of the historical-philosophical process
defined as its post-secular period the topicality of studying American personalism in the indicated aspect of its
genesis is predetermined by developing the personalistic inspiration of post-non-classical philosophy into renewing
the interaction of philosophical and theological discourses initial for the personalist thought and intended to reunite
rationality with its spiritual sources in the course of reflecting the personal mode of being realized on the ground of
theism. The further reflection of the meta-ontology of the personhood uncovered by the Scripture and expounded by
patristic trinitology presupposes the retrospection of the trajectory of moving towards the Supernatural Revelation
paved in the late nineteenth and the first half of twentieth centuries by the attempts of personalizing the ontology, in
particular by the “personalized” ontological constructions made in the USA. The methodology of the research is
based upon realizing the meta-ontological character of the problem of the personality revealed in the midst of the
twentieth century by the prominent Orthodox theologian and philosopher-personalist V. N. Lossky. Taking into
consideration the Biblical background of American personalism and its genetic connections with the denominations
of Protestantism developed on the North American continent and the branching Protestant theology, the author
focuses on both proper philosophical and theological reference points of this personalistic current of philosophizing
in the historical-philosophical reconstruction of its genesis oriented towards the meta-ontological dimension of the
personality. The scientific novelty of the study consists in initiating the reflection of the way of defining the inner
experience of the self as the all-sufficient criterion of cognition which was paved by the personalist thought of the
USA in the course of revising the classical rationalist models of the subjectivity and broke the ground for
constructing “the personal world” in the space of rational consciousness formed in North America. On the base of
analyzing Bowne's revision of Kant's transcendental idealism aimed at the explication of the immediacy of self-
experience the author reveals that such argumentation for its cognitive primacy transforms into affirming the
mediation of the inner appeal of the human personality to living God by the outer interpersonal experience of
rational cognition. The revealed regression to the rationally mediated relationship of the created person with Creator
is connected with the restriction of the research for “personal beginning of all speculation” which resulted in the
personal metaphysics of B. P. Bowne by the rationalistic tools of the personal self-reflection. The study proves that
it was predetermined by the philosopher's confessional belonging to the Methodist Church detached from patristic
Trinitology and Christology forming the arsenal of trinitarian meta-logic intended to expound the personhood as the
ultimate principle of being. Conclusions define the resource of Bowne's idea of the “personal interpretation of
experience” which inspired the subsequent “personalized” ontological constructions in the personalistic domain
established on the North American continent. They form the dialogic space of the personalist philosophy of the USA
predetermining the accumulation of its potential in the interaction with other philosophical currents. Manifesting
itself as the personalistic inspiration of the emerging trends of thought this tendency predicts the focus of the further
historical-philosophical research of American personalism.

lute. Formed in the course of rationalizing the per-
sonal spiritual experience, the depersonalizing ten-
dency of the historical-philosophical process pre-
determined its mainstream establishing the meta-
physical principle of identity of being and logic
recoded into the phenomenological idea of “tran-
scendence in immanence” and generalized as the
object of post-non-classical critics. But post-
structuralist and post-phenomenological attempts
of deconstructing the foundations of subjective
self-identity laid by metaphysics and phenomenol-
ogy restricted the cognitive resource of its manifes-
tation to recognizing the absence of the Source of
being in the human existence.

Therefore, a person identifying himself/herself
in the space of “post-metaphysical thinking” (J.
Habermas) has been faced with problematizing
“the subject's authenticity” (M. A. Mozsheyko) in
the alternative ways of excluding the absolute cri-
terion of verity from the field of the personal-
subjective self-reflection.

On the one hand he/she could accept the matrix
of the “split subjectivity” based upon realizing “the
god of philosophers and scholars” (B. Pascal) as
the absent “transcendental signified” (J. Derrida)
predicting by his discursive transposition the non-
finality of signification intended to fix the ultimate
truth but producing only the majority of its inter-
pretations. Thus, the affirmed absence of the Abso-
lute referent in the discourse equated to the exis-
tential reality predetermines the irreducibility of
semantic difference factually making impossible
the cognitive unity of the subject doomed to fail in
becoming self-identical by this epistemological
disposition.

On the other hand in the domain of post-
metaphysics the created personality could realize
the theocentric transcendental-dialog model of
self-definition presuming the ethical perception of
the other grasping him/her as a neighbor elevated
to the Image of God (“It is as if God spoke through
the face” (here and hereinafter the translation is
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mine - V. P.) [2, p.169]), but forbidding the inten-
tion to communicate directly with Creator defined
as the unrealizable “metaphysical desire” (E.
Levinas). Introduced as the main imperative of
postmodernist dialogic such restriction of interper-
sonal relationship was rationally argued by deny-
ing the presence of living God in the human exist-
ence on the base of non-verbalizing His Absolute
Personhood indefinable “in the categories of being
and structure” [2]. Supported by concealing the
godlikeness of the self at the background of its at-
tribution to the other this reduction of human cog-
nition of God to the rational action separates the
created person from his/her theistic basis making
him/her unable to identify himself/herself in inter-
subjective dimension which does not provide the
priority of the ethics as the meta-discourse of on-
tology eliminating the ultimate communicative
situation ensured by the supernatural Revelation
and the personally realized access to it.

Coinciding in the kernel vector of the problem-
atization of personal identity deconstructivism and
philosophy of communication indicated different
lines of disclosing the ontological undecidability of
the problem of the personality predetermining the
initiatives of “post-metaphysical” thinking.

Derridian practices of deconstruction along
with the other projects of post-structuralism such
as M. Foucault's “genealogy” and J. - F. Lyotard's
theory of “the decline of meta-narrative” formed
the platform for realizing the discourse as the se-
miotic reality where “we are transformed into sub-
jects and ... we transform ourselves into subjects”
[22, p. 208] at the background of accepting both
interior and exterior planes of the difference be-
tween the self and the other as irreducible. In such
scope of comprehension the subjectivity was re-
duced to the transdiscursive position revealing the
intention to seek for the ultimate truth associated
with the personal-subjective self-identity. Deprived
of any stability by expelling “the image of a pri-
mordial truth fully adequate to its nature” from the
history in its deconstructive genealogical revision,
the post-structuralist “speaking subject” indicates
the infinity of this search by the changes of his/her
self-manifestation influenced by interdiscursive
relations and forming the diversity of the types of
rationality with immanent “discourses of legitima-
tion” (J. - F. Lyotard). Inspired by the anti-
ontological pathos of the definition of the being as
“the exteriority of accidents” [21, p.146], 'the on-
tologies of non-linear thinking” [6] laid the relativ-
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ist epistemological foundations for the radical rein-
terpretation of Christian concept of the person's
self-overcoming aimed at gaining access to the
truth. Proclaimed by M. Foucault, the appeal of
post-structuralism to the self-transformation of the
personal subject substituted the ascetic practice of
Christianity providing the communion with the
Absolute truth of God's Word [1] by the rational
apperception of the infinite production of
knowledge uncovering that any system of rules “in
itself has no essential meaning” [21, p.165]. In the
space of postmodern culture characterized by
worldview and axiological pluralism such mode of
self-mastery contributed to “the multiple personali-
ty disorder” [17] exposing the exhaustion of rati-
ocentrism in the heterogenic cultural environment
of the rationally oriented person's self-definition
formed by post-modernity.

On the contrary, Levinasian ethical transcen-
dentalism disavowed the ratiocentric primacy of
the universal identity on the base of reflecting the
self-identical personal subjectivity as “the other-in-
the same”. Initially marked by reconstructing the
interrogative start of intersubjective interaction
(“How, in the alterity of a you, can | remain I,
without being absorbed or losing myself in that
you?” [2, p.127]), this understanding of the per-
sonal-subjective self-identity revealed its meta-
discursive character as for ontological constructs
being conceptualized in the definition of the sub-
ject's transitive activity corresponding to both
Christ's commandments to love.

Reactualizing the intention of the self primarily
manifesting his/her subjectivity as the response to
the other perceived as the Image of God E. Levinas
considered the subjective responsibility to be “a
more severe name” [2, p.43] for loving the neigh-
bour interpreted as the only way for the created
person to communicate with Creator “beyond the
being” [2, p. 31]. Evidently correlated with the
Bible topology of the personhood as its restrictive
interpretation (in spite of the philosopher's declara-
tive departure from the foundations of religious
consciousness [2]) Levinasian transcendental
communicative ethics focusing on the responsible
interpersonal relationship emphasized the superior-
ity of the personal being taken as the neighbour-
hood of the other and the Absolute Transcendence
of God over all the modes of its rationalization re-
alized in classical and non-classical forms of on-
tology. Moreover the founder of the ethical-
phenomenological version of dialogism achieved
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the threshold of the meta-ontological dimension of
the self pre-intentionally marking it by the asser-
tion of the spirituality pre-forming the non-
reciprocal intersubjective relation of responsibility
as the precognitive core of rationality.

But trying to avoid the absorption of the Trans-
cendent by the Immanent in transcending the mar-
gins of knowledge E. Levinas restricted the per-
sonal-subjective self-definition by mediating the
relationship of the created self with Creator by
his/fher encounter with the other. Prescribed by
Levinasian imperative of the person's self-
overcoming removed from Christian ascetics such
reconstruction of the transcendental form of dia-
logue initiated the renewal of the rationalistic sepa-
ration of both human cognition of God and subjec-
tive self-cognition from the live communication
with Him. Accordingly, E. Levinas's thought did
not grasp the meta-ontology of the personhood un-
covered by the Revelation, expounded by patristic
trinitology at the turn of Antiquity and the Middle
Ages and disclosed for the rational consciousness
of the modern era by the branch of the personalist
philosophy appealing to Orthodox theology.

By the rationalistic argumentation of the intro-
duced ethical prohibition the initiator of the post-
modernist apology of subjectivity formed the
premises for his own revision of hypostasis
(vmdotaoic) deviating from trinitarian correlation
of this category actualized by the antique philo-
sophical reflection with its companion ousia
(ovoia) established in the same field of the philos-
ophy detached from the Absolute truth of God's
Word. E. Levinas defined hypostasis as the event
whereby the self became an existing person limit-
ing the impersonal generality of existence by the
responsible relation to the other personal existent
perceived as an image of the Absolute Personality
of God. Expelling the immediate appeal of the cre-
ated person to Creator, Levinasian deontic logic of
the subject's positing diverges from the personal
principle of being formulated by Trinitology as the
dogma about God existing as “one ousia in three
hypostases” (“one essence in three persons”).

Generated to overcome the person's estrange-
ment from his/her existence taking its roots (due to
the thinker's Biblical allusions) in the fall and real-
ized in the course of destructing the traditional
worldview, the idea of the subject-forming “inver-
sion at the heart of anonymous being” [2] general-
ized the experience of perceiving the broken ratio-
centered mirror of the world but did not indicate
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the realizable pattern of becoming the personal
subjectivity through the transcendent receptive
grasp of the irreducibility of the personhood.
Christ's two Commandments to love on which
“hang all the law and the prophets” (Mt. 22:40)
laid the foundations for the complete fulfillment of
the created self aimed at the reconstruction of the
sinfully distorted human nature and provided by
his/her communion with Creator being the source
of loving. Appealing to God the human personality
paves the way of overcoming his/her sinfulness in
the integration of Creator's aid and his/her own
efforts. Such transformation of the created person
ensures his/her comprehension of the Scripture
testimony of human godlikeness and the trinitarian
meta-logical explanation of the hypostatic mode of
existence [1]. On this base the human personality
can accept the alterity as the neighbourhood realiz-
ing the common origin of the self and the other:
he/she “is created by God like me” [7, p.356];
he/she “is not created in my image, but in the im-
age of God” [7, p.356]. Inspired by unconditional
God's love for humanity the human ability to love
the neighbour can not reveal itself without the
communication of the created self with Creator.
Thus E. Levinas's substitution of the vertical of
interpersonal relationship by its horizontal de-
prived the philosopher's transcendental ethics of
responsibility of its spiritual source reducing the
self-definition of the subject establishing the re-
sponsible relation to the personhood of the other to
the recognition of the unrealizability of the person-
al principle of being in the human existence. Nev-
ertheless at the background of the deconstructive
matrix of the person's multiple identity leading the
subjectivity to the deadlock of interiorizing the
outer semiotic differentiation between the self and
the other recognized as the non-final indication of
the absent “god of philosophers and scholars”, the
ethical-communicative model of the subjective
self-identity surpassed the frames of inverting the
rationalistic logic having introduced the ethical
imperative of the intersubjective mediation of the
ultimate communicative intention in arguing for
the absence of living God in the actual reality.
Forming the negative argumentation for the in-
separability of the cognitive activity of the created
person aimed at realizing the sense of being from
his/her live communication with  Creator,
Levinasian thought predicts the further develop-
ment of its “personalistic inspiration” (J. Lacroix)
through renewing the interaction of philosophical
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and theological discourses initial for personalism
and intended to reunite rationality and spirituality
in explaining in the immanent concepts of philoso-
phizing removed from their ‘“depersonalized”
meanings the “constitutive transcendence” [30] of
the human personality realized on the foundations
of theism as his/her communion with Absolutely
Personal God. Manifested in the field of the ra-
tionally oriented personal self-reflection in the late
twentieth - early twenty-first centuries, the need of
returning to the unconditionally-personal truth of
God's Word (“I am the way and the truth and the
life”(John 14:6)) initiates the current epistemologi-
cal situation when consolidated by their strivings
for restoring the unity of the human spirit, “the
theology wends its way to the philosophy, and the
philosophy is directed towards the theology” [8; p.
10]. Marking the start point of the contemporary
stage of the historical-philosophical process clari-
fied as the formation of post-secular philosophy by
its self-reflection [8; 23; 29], the initiative of over-
coming the delimination between rational and spir-
itual dimensions of the personhood reveals the
widening of the philosophical-humanitarian space
of contemporaneity ensured by affirming the meta-
ontological character of the problem of the person-
ality explicated in the midst of the twentieth cen-
tury by the prominent Orthodox theologian and
philosopher-personalist V. N. Lossky [5]. Having
emerged in the sphere of reflecting the interper-
sonal communication, the philosophical thought of
nowadays approaching the theistic basis of the per-
sonality takes roots in the soil of the theological
comprehension of the ultimate communicative sit-
uation. Thus the main road-sign of the emerging
dialogue between philosophy and theology is de-
fined by the assertion of one of the greatest apolo-
gists of the personhood in the twentieth century:
”And if there is a certain meta-ontology, only God
can know it, that God, Whom Genesis show us
during the pause in His creativity made to say at
the Pre-Eternal Council of Trinity Hypostases:
“Let us make man in our image, after our likeness”
[4, p. 411]. Such transformation of the rationalistic
aspect of the personal self-cognition presupposes
reviewing the trajectory of moving towards the
Revelation paved in the late 19th - mid-20th centu-
ries by the philosophical reflection aimed at per-
sonalizing the ontology.

The idea of constructing the ontological system
disclosing the personal principle of being was ac-
tualized at the end of the nineteenth - the beginning
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of the twentieth centuries by the founding fathers
of the personalistic trend of philosophizing in the
New World - Borden Parker Bowne (1847-1910),
George Holmes Howison (1834-1916) and Josiah
Royce (1855-1916). As the basic intention of the
personalist philosophy of the USA it initiated the
reception of the philosophical tradition directed at
restoring its origins associated with the personally
oriented modes of thinking.

This way of forming American personalism
along with its Protestant basis devoid of dogmatic
stability predicted the dialogue openness and liber-
ality of this national-historical type of philosophiz-
ing and its viability manifesting itself not only
through the contribution into forming non-classical
paradigm of philosophy, but also through inspiring
the self-transformation of post-non-classical philo-
sophical thought. Realized as the inherent form of
the self-organization characteristic of “the first
complete and comprehensive system of philosophy
developed in America” [15], its reinterpretation of
philosophical classics has being predetermined the
focus of both self-reflection of this personalist
branch of philosophizing and its historical-
philosophical retrospective giving rise to the aca-
demical history of the personalistic ideas.

But all the four generations of the adherents of
the original version of American personalism in-
volved in reconstructing its genesis, from Albert
Cornelius Knudson (1873-1953) to Thomas Oliver
Buford (b. in 1932), represent the process of re-
ceiving the philosophical tradition by the personal-
ist thought awaken on the North American conti-
nent as actualizing the potential of personalistic
thinking accumulated by the philosophy itself [14;
15; 16; 18; 20; 26]. The European Catholic inter-
preters of the philosophical doctrine of the person-
ality formed in the USA - Czeslaw Stanislaw Bart-
nik (b. in 1929) and Bogumil Zygmunt Gacka (b.
in 1955) - share this viewpoint and argue for it [10;
25]. As a result the theological nature of the with-
drawal from the abstractness of ontology per-
formed by American personalism remains unclari-
fied for both historians of philosophy focusing on
the formation of this national branch of the person-
alist reflection and philosophers appealing to the
personalistic constructs to provide the self-renewal
of rational consciousness by laying the foundations
for post-secular type of philosophizing.

The only exception was made by the Swedish
scholar J. O. Bengtsson, known as an authoritative
expert in the history of ideas, in the monograph
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“The Worldview of Personalism: Origins and Early
Development” (2006, revised in 2011) in which he
emphasized Bowne's affirmation of “the validity of
personal knowledge” in the course of correlating
“personal reason” with “impersonal understand-
ing” [11]. But concentrating on the influence ex-
erted on the originator of the personalist philoso-
phy of North America by the personalistic tradition
of philosophizing formed in the Old World the
most eminent contemporary reviser of the philo-
sophical doctrines of the personality deviated from
revealing the explicit relatedness of the concept
“self-experience” used by B. P. Bowne as an indi-
cator of “the personal implication” with the Bible
topology of the personhood. Thus the question
about the way of overcoming “the fallacies of ab-
stractions” [19] paved by American personalists
has not been answered yet.

The Aim of the Research

The study is aimed at defining the criterion of
self-cognition established by the personalist
thought of the USA in the course of revising the
classical rationalist models of the subjectivity and
breaking the ground for constructing “the personal
world” in the space of rational consciousness
formed in North America. Taking into considera-
tion the Biblical background of American person-
alism [9; 10; 11; 14; 25; 28] and its genetic con-
nections with the denominations of Protestantism
developed on the North American continent and
the branching Protestant theology [15; 25; 28], the
author focuses on both proper philosophical and
theological reference points of this personalistic
current of philosophizing in the historical-
philosophical reconstruction of its genesis oriented
towards the meta-ontological dimension of the per-
sonality.

The Exposition of the Basic Research Material

Actualized by the classical versions of person-
alism as a way of conceptualizing the personal
principle of being grasped through the access to
God's Word, the idea of pouring the new wine in
the old bellows of philosophy was embodied more
consistently in the American personalistic doctrine
than in the French philosophical trend affirming
the personality as the ontological, epistemological
and axiological ultimate “of all reality” [30]. In
contradistinction to the radical departure from the
ratiocentric mainstream of philosophizing declared
in the 1930s in France as an European start of the
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personalist reaction against impersonalist modes of
thought, the apology of the personhood initiated at
the turn of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries in
the USA was based upon the revision of the philo-
sophical tradition intended to overcome its imper-
sonalistic tendencies.

Avoiding the absolute rejection of the rational-
istic scope of the subjective self-definition articu-
lated by the leading French personalists Emmanuel
Mounier (1905-1950) and Jean Lacroix (1900 -
1986) to eliminate “the dead forms which oppress
even eternal values...” [27], the reception of meta-
physical and primary (Kantian) phenomenological
frames of the subjectivity awakening the personal-
istic trend in America inspired the repersonaliza-
tion of the fundamental principles of rational con-
sciousness revealing itself in the course of per-
forming the task “to form the right habits of think-
ing” [12]. Formulated by Borden Parker Bowne,
an outstanding philosopher, Methodist Minister
and theologian recognized as the father of Ameri-
can personalism and the originator of its Bostonian
hub, this intention was directed not against the
cognitive subject's core itself but against the reduc-
tion of the cognitivity to the impersonal archi-
form.

The initial self-manifestation of the personalist
philosophy of the USA disclosed its presumption
of “primordial personalism” [12] and predeter-
mined reinforcing the tools of philosophizing by
the arsenal of theology in the course of the expla-
nation of the irreducibility of the personhood
which resulted in the doctrine of the personality
representing the climax of the personalistic move-
ment on the North American continent. Realizing
the “shortcomings of impersonal philosophy” de-
stroying the foundations of philosophizing as the
results of “the misleading abstractions and aberra-
tions with which the history of thought abounds”
[12, p. vi], B. P. Bowne warns: “...when our fun-
damental philosophic principles are impersonally
and abstractly taken, they disappear either in con-
tradiction or in empty verbalism” [12, p.211]. Such
perception of the impersonalist forms of thinking
implies the idea of the primary personal metaphys-
ics was developed throughout the works of the
thinker declaring himself “...a Personalist, the first
of the clan in any thoroughgoing sense” [25] and
predicted both subsequent personalized variants of
ontology constructed in the philosophical-
humanitarian space of the USA and “inner vision”
of the genealogy of American personalism.
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It is obvious that Bowne's correlation of the
starting point of philosophizing with the compre-
hension of “personal beginning of all speculation”
[12, p.vi] was inspired by his receiving the Scrip-
ture topoi of the personhood and the views of his
European teacher, German philosopher Rudolf
Hermann Lotze (1817 - 1881), the apologist of re-
turning the philosophical reflection to the “whole-
ness of the spirit”. But the explication of the prima-
ry insight of the “personal world” given by the
metaphysician-personalist in his final work Per-
sonalism (1908) reveals the impact of the positivist
doctrine founded by Auguste Comte (1798 - 1857)
on the formation of the personalistic trend of phi-
losophy in North America.

In the Preface to the treatise generalizing the
author's position as “personalism” and attaching
this term to the American philosophical discourse
B. P. Bowne recognized Comte's rightness in as-
serting the historical primacy of the causal “expla-
nation in terms of personality” determined by the
theological character of “the first stage of human
thought” [12, vi - vii]. Moreover the progenitor of
the Boston personalist school stated that A. Comte
was right regarding the “abstract conceptions of
being, substance, cause, and the like” representing
the next, “positively” defined as metaphysical,
stage of knowledge as “the ghost[s] of earlier per-
sonal explanations” [12, vi - vii]. To argue for such
understanding of ontological abstractions B. P.
Bowne appealed to the generalized and anonymous
personalistic experience of philosophizing. He un-
derlined: “Later philosophic criticism has shown
that the conceptions of impersonal metaphysics are
only the abstract forms of the self-conscious life,
and that apart from that life they are empty and
illusory” [12, vi].

But simultaneously the philosopher-personalist
criticized the founder of positivism for eliminating
the causality from the sphere of cognition in his
general representation of its stage-wise develop-
ment. Appealing to the dynamics of the historical-
philosophical process B. P. Bowne affirmed:
“Causal inquiry, though driven out with a fork, has
always come running back, and always will” [12,
vii]. Accordingly to Bowne's amplification such
cyclic recurrence of thought proves that compre-
hending the causality is the final goal of the cogni-
tive activity of the human person which can not be
excluded from the sphere of his/her self-definition
and self-fulfillment. Therefore the author of the
most famous manifestation of the personalist phi-
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losophy of the USA emphasized: “It only remains
to give the causal doctrine the form which is nec-
essary to free it from the objections of criticism”
[12, vii].

Summing up the revision of Comte's positivist
theory, B. P. Bowne motivated the development of
the personalistic thinking in the domain of philos-
ophizing established on the North American conti-
nent in such a way:” ... abstract and impersonal
metaphysics is a mirage of formal ideas, and even
largely of words, which begin, continue, and end in
abstraction and confusion. Causal explanation must
always be in terms of personality, or it must vanish
altogether. Thus we return to the theological stage,
but we do so with a difference. At last we have
learned the lesson of law, and we now see that law
and will must be united in our thought of the
world. Thus man's earliest metaphysics reemerges
in his latest; but enlarged, enriched, and purified by
the ages of thought and experience” [12, vii].

Bowne's alternative to the progressive trilogy
of knowledge formed by A. Comte is based upon
comprehending the initial - theological - stage of
cognition as the period of forming the primary per-
sonal metaphysics. Such equalizing of religious
and philosophical consciousness accents the relat-
edness of these forms of the life of the human spirit
in the aspiration for defining the causality and
overlooks the actual divergence of the ways of re-
alizing the ultimate cognitive intention opened by
religion and philosophy. At the background of the
confessional belonging of B. P. Bowne to Method-
ism possessing liberal and changeable multipartite
doctrine his initiative of retrospectively reuniting
spiritual and rational dimensions of the personhood
can not be reduced to the contamination of the dif-
ferent notions; it should be realized as the argu-
ment for personalizing the ontology in the perspec-
tive of reflecting the inner personal experience tak-
en in its restricted semi-Catholic - semi-Protestant
explication as the all-sufficient criterion of cogni-
tion.

Connecting the rationality with the Bible testi-
mony of human godlikeness the return of philo-
sophical reflection to the transcending self-
experience initiated by the father of American per-
sonalism broke the ground for overcoming “the
failure of impersonalism” [12] in the course of
comprehending “the image of unconditional being
... really given to the human person by the nature
of his personality” [5, p.265-266] and marking the
irreducibility of the personhood. But the Methodist
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horizons of perceiving the Supernatural Revelation
remote from patristic Trinitology and Christology
predetermined the limitation of Bowne's field of
vision of the hypostatic mode of existence. De-
tached from the resource of trinitarian meta-logic
ensuring the comprehension of the personal princi-
ple of being through the correlation of the person's
self-cognition with the human cognition of God,
the philosopher-apologist of the personality tried to
define the epistemological foundations of con-
structing “the latest metaphysics™ in the course of
the rethinking of Kant's transcendental idealism
aimed at the rational explication of the understand-
ing of the personhood formed on the basis of the-
ism.

Having failed to conceptualize the transcenden-
tally experienced communion of the created person
with Creator as the priority of the personal self-
definition B. P. Bowne connected the ultimate ex-
planation of the phenomenal experience intended
to transcend it with “a personal interpretation of
experience”, the first step to which “consists in the
insight that we are in a personal world from the
start, and that the first, last, and only duty of phi-
losophy is to interpret this world of personal life
and relations” [12, p.vi]. Thus Bowne's thought
prescribes to begin the philosophical reflection
directed at affirming “the certainty of self-
existence” [12] (obvious for theology) as the meta-
physical statement not with appealing to the Abso-
lute Personality of God but with realizing “the
primacy of the personal world” where “we and the
neighbors” are defined as “facts which cannot be
questioned” [12, p. 20]. Indicating the personal-
subjective perception of “the other” by using the
concept “neighborhood” included in the topology
of the personhood uncovered in God-Breathed
Book, such formulation of the primary intention of
the “enlarged, enriched, and purified” personal
metaphysics implies renewing the rationalistic sep-
aration of the human cognition of God and self-
cognition from the living experience of communi-
cation with Him.

Problematized by this definition of the factual
primacy of philosophizing the reunion of theologi-
cal and metaphysical modes of thinking declared
by B. P. Bowne is perceived as hardly achievable
in the context of his prioritizing the cognitive role
of the self-experience which due to philosopher's
amplification goes beyond sensually experienced
data to include “the data of self-consciousness®
[12, p.99-102].
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The thinker starts clarifying his position with
revealing “the first experiential fact” indicated by
him as “the validity of our personal knowledge”
including “our mutual understanding of one anoth-
er” [12, p.80]. To define the otherness as the indi-
cator of the personal-subjective truth the philoso-
pher-personalist analyzes the rational aspect of
interpersonal relations in the course of revising
Kantian system of phenomenal knowledge. B. P.
Bowne underlines: “If we make the world of things
subjective presentations because the knowledge of
them arises through our mental construction, we
must do the same thing with the world of persons,
for the knowledge of them has an equally subjec-
tive character. Kant passes from the “me” to “us”
without telling us how he makes the transition. He
really begins with “us” - not merely with the indi-
vidual self, but with the whole collection of indi-
vidual human beings - and gets an experience valid
for us all in exceedingly obscure ways” [12, p. 84].
According to Bowne's thought, not “to end in sol-
ipsism” the reflection of this problematic trajectory
should recognize: “The basal certainties in
knowledge are ... the coexistence of persons, the
community of intelligence and the system of com-
mon experience. And these are not given as specu-
lative deductions, but as unshakable practical cer-
tainties” [12, p. 127 - 128]. Directed against Kant-
ian reduction of the plurality of personal minds
defined as phenomenal selves to the unity of the
transcendental subject, such assertion of the factu-
ality of cognition results in the negation of the
phenomenological character of the empirical self.
B. P. Bowne affirms that the experienced “living,
conscious, active” self is not a phenomenon, but
the most concrete reality. On the contrary, the tran-
scendental ego, understood as separate from this
self, is a mere “fiction” [12, p. 86, 88]. Stating that
the “self-existence is the surest item of knowledge
we possess” [12, p. 86-88], the originator of the
personal metaphysics of the modern era reveals the
fundamental evidence of this personal-subjective
reality in the certainty of the self “as the subject of
the mental life and knowing and experiencing itself
as living, and as one and the same throughout its
changing experiences” [12, p. 86 -88].

Bowne's statement of the cognitive priority of
“the inner experience of the conscious self” [12, p.
99-102] develops into the attempt of bridging the
gap between the ratio and the world taking roots in
the fallen human nature and widened in the nou-
menal/phenomenal distiction introduced by I. Kant
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to explain the mind's activity in abstraction from
the self-experience. Taking into consideration
Kant's scheme of constructing the intelligible ob-
jects, B. P. Bowne asserts that the categories con-
sidered to be the preconditions of experience be-
come the categories of reality deriving their true
meaning from “living self-experience” [12, p.99-
102] which is immediate in contradistinction to
outer perception. On the base of such transfor-
mation of the fundamental presumption of classical
phenomenologism the leader of American person-
alists focuses on revealing the correlation of the
basic philosophical concepts with the inner person-
al experience and uncovers the metaphysical im-
plications of personalism in the course of reinter-
preting the categorial semantics of identity, unity,
causality and plurality.

Regarding the category of identity, B. P.
Bowne concludes, that it “is given as the self-
equality of intelligence throughout experience’”
and that “any other conception destroys itself” [12,
p.99-102].

Providing the analysis of the category of unity,
the philosopher emphasizes that it “may be purely
formal, as when we call a thing one; but when we
come to real unity only experience can tell us
whether it be possible and what form it must take
on” [12, p.103]. The metaphysician-personalist
denies the relatedness of this category with spatio-
temporal phenomena attributing its true meaning to
the self-identical personality: “There can be no real
unity in anything existing in space and time, for in
that case everything would be dispersed in infinite
divisibility. We find the problem solved only in the
unity of a conscious self, which is the only con-
crete unity that escapes the infinite dispersion of
space and time” [12, p.103]. Moreover, due to
Bowne's amplification, the unity of the self is in-
separable from the plurality in the concrete, con-
scious experience. Detached from “an abstract uni-
ty without distinction or difference”, the plurality
forms an aspect of “a living, conscious unity,
which is one in its manifoldness and manifold in
its oneness” [12, p.261-262]. The thinker under-
lines that such connection of unity and plurality is
contradictory only for the formal, discursive
thought, “taken concretely it is the fact of con-
sciousness” [12, p.261-262].

The inner vision of the personhood formed in
this field of personalizing the metaphysical catego-
ries predicts transcending the limits of personal
identity and unity marked by the interiorization of
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the experience of “the other”. Thus B. P. Bowne
should recognize: “If personality is to maintain its
integrity, it must be kept “a handbreadth off”, both
from the Absolute and from things” [12, p.113-
144, 166]. According to his personalist position the
philosopher affirms that the category of causality
can not be thought “abstractly and impersonally”.
But Bowne's detachment from patristic theology
determined by his devotion to Methodism deprived
him of the trinitological arsenal of expounding the
meta-ontological dimension of the personhood dis-
closed by the Supernatural Revelation as the com-
munion of the human person with Absolutely Per-
sonal God. Therefore the thinker restricted by the
rationalistic tools of the personal self-reflection
connects performing the ultimate cognitive inten-
tion with realizing the true meaning of causality in
“the self-conscious causality of free intelligence”
[12, p.103-104]. B. P. Bowne asserts that the expe-
rienced phenomenal order mediates a real content
knowable by “our categories”, because it is pre-
conditioned by “a Supreme Intelligence which
manifests his thought through it and thus founds
that objective unity of the system of experience
which is presupposed in all our knowing” [12,
p.78, 89]. In this way the philosopher's argumenta-
tion for the immediacy of the self-experience trans-
forms into affirming the mediation of the inner
appeal of the created person to Creator by the outer
interpersonal experience of rational cognition. Re-
stricting the sphere of the personal self-definition,
such regression of the personalist thought to the
rationalized perception of living God problematiz-
es the prospect of personalizing the ontology
opened by declaring the authenticity of the inner
self-conscious experience the main landmark for
philosophical reflection.

But in spite of the revealed sources of the self-
problematization, Bowne's “personal metaphysics”
founded the Boston tradition of the personalist phi-
losophy developed by his disciples Edgar Sheffield
Brightman (1884-1953), Francis John McConnell
(1871-1953), George Albert Coe (1861-1951) and
Ralph Tyler Flewelling (1871-1960) known as the
founder of the second important North American
center of personalism in the University of Southern
California. Having adopted their teacher's experi-
ence of philosophizing “in terms of personality”,
these thinkers expanded the horizons of revising
the philosophical classics established at the start of
the personalistic movement in the USA by corre-
lating Platonic and Kantian traditions.
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Moreover the idea of the “personal interpreta-
tion of experience” generated in the Bostonian cra-
dle of American personalism supported Howison's
and Royce's initiatives of rethinking the principles
of classical philosophy. The doctrine of “personal
idealism” elaborated by G. H. Howison predeter-
mined the basis of the personalist school formed at
the University of California, Berkeley, while the
reinterpretation of Hegelian concept Absolute
made by J. Royce inspired the development of the
personalistic tendencies at Harvard University.
Joining the revision of depersonalized definitions
of the subject, Harvardian scholars William Ernest
Hocking (1873-1966) and Charles Hartshorne
(1897-2000) manifested themselves as personal-
ists.

Forming the dialogic space of American per-
sonalism its reception of the philosophical tradition
exposed the contradictory character of the attempts
of reuniting rationality and spirituality initiated by
B. P. Bowne and based upon his reducing the spir-
itual core of the personhood to the personalized
ratio.

On the one hand, Bowne's adherents focusing
on researching for proper philosophical origins of
the personalist thought affirm that the comprehen-
sion of the personality as an ultimate reality has
become the main result of the previous historical-
philosophical process. Conceptualizing such vision
of the genesis of personalism, A. C. Knudson as-
serts that it is “the ripe fruit of more than two mil-
lenniums of intellectual toil, the apex of a pyramid
whose base was laid by Plato and Aristotle.” [26,
p. 34]. Developing Knudson's teleological concep-
tion of rising the personalist philosophy R. T.
Flewelling connects the starting point of “primor-
dial personalism” with the early history of ideas:”It
is, in basic principle, as surely expressed in the
affirmation of Heraclitus (536 - 470 B.C.) that the
fundamental reality is mind because it alone, of all
creation, has the power to differentiate itself from
the objective world and even from its own experi-
ences, asserting that this Logos is the permanent
principle in a world of change. Anaxagoras (500 -
430 B.C.) showed the same personalistic trend in
affirming mind to be the foundation of existence,
the force that arranges and guides. Protagoras (480
- 410 B.C.) named this differentiating capacity of
the person as the basis of all knowledge and sci-
ence, expressing it in the famous phrase: “Man is
the measure of all things, of things that are, that
they are; of things that are not, that they are not”
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[20, p.21].

On the other hand, the further conceptualization
of self-experience performed in the discursive field
generated by the “personal world” of B. P. Bowne
affirms his suggestion of “an unformulated activi-
ty of the mind which is the real gist of the reason-
ing” [13, p.36, 259-262]. Analyzing the resource of
philosophical reflection intended to explicate “the
ethical demand for an ethical Creator” [13, p.259-
262], associated in Bowne's amplification with
“living participation in the moral effort and strug-
gle of humanity” [13, p. 259-262], W. E. Hocking
states that "the philosophy can not lead to religion,
because it can not lead us to the knowledge of
God, and above all ... the philosophy will never be
able to create a God who is worshiped" [24, p.97].

Inspiring the further dialogue with the other
branches of philosophizing such divergence of the
personal experiences of perceiving the philosophi-
cal tradition proves that the personalist philosophy
founded in North America in the late nineteenth -
early twentieth centuries has not exhausted its po-
tential. Thus the history of American personalism
is to be continued.

The Scientific Novelty

The article initiates reconstructing the way of
defining the authenticity of the experience of self-
cognition opened by the personalist philosophy of
the USA on the horizon of receiving the philosoph-
ical tradition established by B. P. Bowne to lay the
epistemological foundations for overcoming the
impersonalist modes of thought in the philosophi-
cal-humanitarian space of North America. On the
base of analyzing Bowne's revision of Kant's tran-
scendental idealism aimed at the explication of the
immediacy of self-experience the author reveals
that such argumentation for its cognitive primacy
transforms into affirming the mediation of the in-
ner appeal of the human personality to living God
by the outer interpersonal experience of rational
cognition. The revealed regression to the rationally
mediated relationship of the created person with
Creator is connected with the restriction of the re-
search for “personal beginning of all speculation”
which resulted in the personal metaphysics of B. P.
Bowne by the rationalistic tools of the personal
self-reflection. The study proves that it was prede-
termined by Bowne's confessional belonging to the
Methodist Church detached from patristic Trinitol-
ogy and Christology forming the arsenal of trinitar-
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ian meta-logic intended to expound the personhood
as the ultimate principle of being.

Conclusions

The scope of comprehending the personality
formed by the personalist thought of the USA was
predicted by its return to the inner experience of
the self explicated as the all-sufficient cognitive
criterion in the course of revising the ratiocentric
mainstream of the historical-philosophical process.
Actualizing in the context of the genesis of the per-
sonalistic movement on the North American conti-
nent as an initiative of B. P. Bowne, the intention
of expounding the immediate self-experience by
means of philosophical reflection was performed
by “the father of American personalism” himself in
the course of reinterpreting metaphysical catego-
ries and concepts of classical (Kantian) phenome-
nologism. Persistent in asserting the irreducibility
of the personhood opened by the personal experi-
ence of self-cognition Bowne's explication of its
immediacy was limited by his devotion to Method-
ism predetermining his detachment from patristic
theology revealing the meta-ontology of the per-
sonality on the base of explaining the dogma
about God existing as “one essence in three per-
sons”. Deprived of the resource of the trinitarian
meta-logic providing the comprehension of the
hypostatic mode of existence the metaphysitian-
personalist started his arguing for the cognitive
priority of self-experience with the substitution of
realizing the image of unconditional being given to
the self by the nature of the human personality by
the insight of the personal world. As a result the
philosopher's argumentation for the immediate
character of the inner experience of the created
person transforms into asserting the mediation of
his/her appeal to Creator by the outer interpersonal
experience of rational cognition.

Nevertheless the idea of the “personal interpre-
tation of experience” formulated by B. P. Bowne to
define the authentic form of ultimate explanations
broke the ground for the subsequent “personalized”
ontological constructions which form the dialogic
space of the personalist philosophy of the USA
predetermining the accumulation of its potential in
the interaction with other philosophical currents.
Manifesting itself as the personalistic inspiration of
the emerging trends of thought this tendency pre-
dicts the further historical-philosophical research
of American personalism.

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THE 5TH INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE “ANTHROPOLOGICAL
MEASUREMENTS OF PHILOSOPHICAL RESEARCH”

In April 2016, Department of Philosophy and
Sociology (Dnipropetrovs’k National University of
Railway Transport named after academician Laz-
aryan) hosted the 5th international conference.
Representatives from leading university depart-
ments of Humanities and other sciences in Ukraine
attended the conference.

The main topic for discussion was a new way
of understanding the human condition, as a result
of technological, social and cultural challenges of
the new Millennium.

The reports presented covered a vast range of
issues related to different aspects of the human
condition and examined the contradictory nature of
the anthropic principle while assessing gnosiologi-
cal, technological, economic and sociopolitical
processes.

This conference focused on several areas, in-
cluding the study of some basic anthropological
aspects of science and technology development.

In their works, philosophers from past centuries
made a lot of meaningful predictions concerning
the growing role of science in society. However,
they could not imagine such significant and unpre-
dictable, even dramatic impacts of scientific and
technological achievements on our daily life that
should be conceived today. Philosophy and sci-
ence, in this regard, are the elements of the same
chain of human intellect movement aimed at learn-
ing the basics of the human condition.

N.V Kachak devoted his report to "The anthro-
pological dimensions of technological innovation."
He noted that the techniques and the variety of
technologies had become a necessary condition for
the existence and development of a globalized
world. Since its inception, the techniques have be-
come an essential part of the mankind history, it is
naturally put into the social existence context, but
at the same time acquired the features of a social
threat, as a result of a rapid technical progress and
informatization, which entails dehumanization of
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human nature. Thus, the author believes that mod-
ern technology is deemed to be accomplished and
controlled, though it is impossible to predict exact-
ly the consequences of its influence on existential
dimensions of the human condition.

A few participants considered the debating
points of science and technology development,
which drew a certain interest of the others.

V. I. Mudrak continued technology subject in
his report "Globalization and identity: the philo-
sophical and technological context in perspective,
the relation of "information-knowledge". He em-
phasized that the process of globalization influ-
enced the distribution and perception of social in-
formation and exponential growth of secondary
and higher education, where the transformation of
information into knowledge has become funda-
mental. The problem is in relevance of information
to modern development trends of science, technol-
ogy and social processes. The compliance, in its
turn, is bilateral in nature: as the process of scien-
tific knowledge differentiation and the process of
its generalization, which leads to knowledge fun-
damentalization. Such interaction should be veri-
fied at all levels of the content and organization of
higher education. Advanced information technolo-
gy plays an important role.

E. V. Beloshitsky drew the attention to this re-
search aspect in his report "The problem of
knowledge rationality" through the analysis of ra-
tionality relationship and spirituality in Hegel,
Cassirer, Bakhtin, Shlyk, Maritain writings. During
the discussion of rationality problem, more atten-
tion was paid to relationship between knowledge
and faith. The scientist, dealing with new thematic
study, believes that through it he will discover
some objective laws that will allow managing un-
known things, found through evidence, and he
could check the validity of the relevant new hy-
potheses. Everything referred to as "irrational” is
nothing more than a peculiar form of narrative and

an attempt to explore unknown aspects of external
and internal reality, including self-awareness as an
integral part of cognition.

It is also interesting that the responsibility is on
the scientist's viewpoint, it depends on research
results and even the further development of sci-
ence. Therefore, the problem of free choice and
freedom of action remains the main in terms of
social life humanization. Such a perspective was
revealed in E.VV. Gorobets's report "Scientific re-
search freedom and social responsibility of the sci-
entist". He analysed the role of knowledge and the
process of getting it from ancient times to the pre-
sent. The contributor drew attention to the fact that
from the late middle ages to our time, we run into a
contradiction between the result of scientific pro-
gress and our habits, traditions, faith and accepted
social norms, which makes the problem of correla-
tion between morality and science quite relevant.
Breakthrough in information technology and ge-
netic engineering poses new challenges to scien-
tists and society, making social responsibility a
necessary component of any professional activity.

A speech of D.G. Loboda about the "Problems
of the information revolution” finished the discus-
sion on science and technology aspects. The author
stated that information and knowledge have be-
come "activators" of human life development. The
nature and development degree of computing tech-
nology influence the ways of society adaptation to
scientific and technological revolution outcomes.
The attention was also drawn to the negative as-
pects of this rapid development, namely the prob-
lem of correlation between "quality and quantity",
as a result of rapid information explosion. This
situation is primarily due to the fact of the Internet
globalization, universal access to it and a possibil-
ity of placing unverified low quality information.
Another outbalancing issue of information tech-
nology is the focus of computer industry on the
entertainment sphere of a human life. Social net-
works have incredibly changed the leisure and life-
style of a person over the last decade, thereafter
created a dangerous social, cultural and psycholog-
ical strain.

One more group of conference participants fo-
cused on philosophical problems of a language.
O.S. Kuropyatnik in the report "Language games"
reviewed the main approaches in research of the
language nature and its forms, meanings and inter-
pretations of the "language games" in the repre-
sentatives works of logical and analytical positiv-
ism and linguistic philosophy. According to the
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author, understanding of the supposition of the
content and process by some statement or word is
an important aspect not only for the areas of lan-
guage, philosophical trends, but also for infor-
mation technologies, translating system, plagia-
rism, artificial intelligence in particular. etc.

V. V. Khmel considered the symbiosis of phi-
losophy and language in his report "Anthropologi-
cal foundations of the philosophy of language". He
addressed to the analysis of a French version of
"linguistic turn", which was aimed at the transition
of the language phenomenological understanding
to its semiologic analysis in philosophical context
in order to break the frame of Western European
rationalism in terms of the dominance of subject-
object relations that have become the defects in the
way of philosophical thinking and cognitive activi-
ty. The scientist argued that philosophical herme-
neutics inherited the phenomenological programme
to assign meanings. However, it has become an
alternative to the reduction of Wittgenstein, who
dispelled the illusion of understanding where there
may not be any understanding at all.

Historical and philosophical focus area of the
conference was reflected in the report of A. V.
llyin "Deconstruction as a historical-
philosophical project”, denoting hard times of
philosophical thought of the second half of the
20th century. Transformations in the philosophical
thinking system reach such priority problems
which concern the legitimacy of philosophy. Con-
sequently, the reflections leading to the refor-
mation of ideas and concepts of history are re-
quired: M. Foucault, Zh. Deleuze, M. Blanchot. G.
Rorty suggested some methodological reflection
and classification of historical and philosophical
research. The approach that Zh. Derid offers is a
radical transformation of the foundations of philo-
sophical discourse and according to a discourse
about philosophy, which eventually appears in de-
construction interpretation as a holistic tradition of
Western-European thinking. Other conference par-
ticipants presentations were dedicated to postmod-
ernism. So, M.B. Turchin presented "the Ethical
and environmental dimension of postmodernism".
He argued that the scope of postmodernism was
not determined by the field of specific problemat-
ics. Today, the philosophy of postmodernism co-
vers almost all spheres of culture. The strong point
of postmodernism appeals to overcome such nega-
tive characteristics of the society of the previous
era as "totalitarization" and "limitation" of a person
by different means of "rational" or "true". The dis-
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course issue about the environmental situation test-
ed by postnonclassical science and deployed in
terms of post-modernism is becoming significant.

The speaker pointed up to the fact that ecologi-
cal knowledge does not have only economic, moral
and ethical dimension, as a person begins to under-
stand his existential frustration to change personal
needs in accordance with the requirements set by
nature.

O. Shmorgun, continuing the theme with his
report "Postmodernism as a rejection of modern-
ism", considered the origins of postmodern philos-
ophy. In her opinion, there is rather a contradiction
between modernism and postmodernism than he-
redity. As long as postmodernism became known
for the total deconstruction of creative, personal,
original, modernism has become a triumph of crea-
tive individuality.

Before concluding the theme A. M. Korkh in
the report "Principles of intercultural dialogue”
mentioned that globalization and migration col-
lapse in Western Europe, as never before, bring the
problem of the dialogue of cultures up to date. To
to be more exact, the problem of finding the prin-
ciples on which this dialogue should take place.
The scientist has analyzed two different approach-
es to its implementation. An attempt to find some
unitary principles for the dialogue between differ-
ent cultures was made by the advocates of commu-
nicative philosophy such as Y. Habermas and K.
Apel. They stand up for the creation of rules and
norms, which should help in solving problems that
inevitably arise due to the coexistence of different
cultures. Their opponents - postmodernists (R.
Rorty) oppose against ethical universalism, in oth-
er words, against any universally valid principles
of communicative dialogue. The author empha-
sized that emphasized glorification of perfect and
humiliation of the whole in post-modern obscures
the dialectical relationship between them, in par-
ticular the fact that the unity of mind can be
achieved through dialogue, through intersubjec-
tive discourse. The contributor had considered sev-
eral points of view on this issue, and came to the
conclusion that to solve global contradictions, dia-
logue and understanding of different cultures is
essential to recognize the liberalism values.

D. J. Snitko in the report "Philosophy as a use-
ful science" attempted actualize practical orienta-
tion of philosophy in American pragmatism, whose
members developed a certain technique of deter-
mining the truth of any theory on the basis of its
usefulness to humans: in a situation with two op-
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posing views, it is necessary to listen to each one,
pointing to their possible practical consequences.
The true one will be the viewpoint that is more
conducive to the solution of practical problems.
The American philosopher D. Dewey argues that
philosophy should serve the solution of person life
problems and contribute to the achievement of re-
wards, and not to look for abstract truths and
source, claiming the status of inherently valued
science. The contributor has considered several
points of view, coming to the conclusion that phi-
losophy gave people wisdom, but its direct benefit
IS in positive improvements.

AM. Malivskyi turned his attention to the
modern understanding of Descartes's philosophical
inheritance and the place of the anthropological
project in the interpretation of Hegel in it, which
cannot be left without analysis. Continuing the
theme of rethinking the heritage of the great phi-
losophers, the report "Hegel's marginalization of
anthropological project of Descartes" was present-
ed. The fact that a person is in the forefront in the
philosophy of Cartesius was not left unnoticed by
Hegel. We are talking about subjectivity as indi-
vidually-personal beginning in a person (ingeni-
um), which is the starting point of philosophizing.
There is an obvious number of factors for modern
philosophy historians, which determine the failure
of Hegel's thinking from an anthropological per-
spective of Cartesius heritage. The significance of
Cartesius' anthropological quest for unfinished
work was not neglected by Hegel, but he did not
see the opportunity to enter the anthropological
basis of the rationalism founder in his panrational-
izm system neither in history and philosophy nor in
the system and theoretical aspects.

The theme of Cartesius heritage was continued
with the following report "Concept of “point self”
by Descartes" by O.V. Popov. It showed that the
interest for the writings of French philosopher has
not decreased among modern scientists up to the
present. The author believed that it was necessary
to try some new ways to evaluate the potential of
Cartesians in understanding of a human “self".
Western Self or, according to the contemporary
Canadian researcher H. Taylor, "point-ness"” is,
first of all, the idea of an autonomous, unique indi-
vidual, who is endowed with the ability to under-
stand himself and be responsible for the actions,
owes a lot to Descartes concept of identity. This
concept is based on the unique synthesis of Chris-
tian doctrine and antique philosophy, interpreted in
a certain way in the mentality of the Renaissance
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and European Baroque. Descartes justified the idea
of autonomy, independence of conscious person
and adopted the idea of human subjectivity as a
special sphere of independent and free domestic
activities. At the same time, Descartes didn't have
sensory image of the world and of a human. It is
this rationalistic understanding of reality contribut-
ed to the materialisation of science, in which the
world began to be seen only as the object of the
transformative influence of "pure” reason.

V. Yu. Shaposhnik made a speech "the Philo-
sophical vision of history", where she analyzed the
basic concepts of the philosophy of history (linear,
polylinear, phasic) and came to the conclusion
about the necessity of their combination to bring
the general philosophical and historical point to the
realities of history. In the process of constructive
understanding, new opportunities to get closer to
discover the world history panorama are becoming
evident.

Social and political problems of modern phi-
losophy were devoted to a series of reports. Aytov
S. Sh. presented the report "Concept of philosophy
of history and geopolitical studies”, where the
opinion on the relationship between philosophy of
history and geopolitics from the perspective of
their subject and multidisciplinary was expressed.
However, significant cognitive parallels and ele-
ments of intellectual interaction of theoretical ap-
proaches of the philosophy of history and geopoli-
tics are quite obvious. The next report "Patriotism
as a social and political phenomenon" was made
by V. S. Parashchevina, who considered this con-
cept in different aspects: social and political, mor-
al, cultural, and also as a tool of socialization.
Therefore, to explore patriotism with different as-
pects of historical development, the author referred
to the analysis of several researchers of European
modernism epoch, as well as representatives of
Ukrainian culture. Patriotism is more than never
necessary for Ukraine today, however, not destruc-
tive and radical, but a consolidating one for the
sake of Homeland.

Special attention to a human was given in the
report of O.P. Varshavskyi - "The Casus of Adam
in philosophical anthropology”, in which the au-
thor analysed the complexity of scientific defini-
tion of a human as a research subject. Efficiency of
descriptive approach, seeking to avoid a "hoax"
deliberately did not enter into the essential depth
and is limited by negative human nature. Another
more recent approach is projective. It considers a
person as a time perspective, still unfulfilled-
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Genesis, Genesis-between (interesse) that was
mentioned in the works of many philosophers from
Augustine to Heidegger. This is a basis of popular
concepts in previous century where a person is a
project that sets himself, or as a creature that sur-
passes itself, helping without the help of divinity.
But, Adam's case, in the author's opinion, is the
key in the issue concerning a person - the humanity
of a man, even as a "design" that opens up oppor-
tunities, was supposed to appear. Without Adam,
the mankind would have no purpose, no meaning,
Homo would have no sapiens.

The report "Non-linear thinking as a way of
understanding the world by a modern person" by
V. P. Kulichenko was devoted to understanding of
a modern person. The attention was turned to non-
linear thinking as a contemporary method of world
creation. A new mindset of a modern man is crea-
tive thinking. The formation of a person with crea-
tive thinking type entails the mastery of fundamen-
tally new culture of thinking, the essence of which
is the development of human intelligence with
non-traditional learning technologies. It causes the
necessity of society intellectualization as moderni-
ty is characterized by dynamic opposite multicir-
cuit and multidirectional processes. Thus, the mod-
ern anthropological research of a new type of a
person represent him as an individual with non-
linear thinking, who is constantly interpreting and
decoding encrypted underlying meanings.

In addition to the anthropology of science and
technology, the topic nature of the language was
represented in the report by O.V. Gromova "The
Language of analytical discourse and the construc-
tion of personal narratives". G. P. Lukash present-
ed the report "Tchaikovsky, Dostoevsky, Nosovsky
and others: about quasionims in modern speech”
and showed quite interesting combination features
of modern speech of representatives from various
activity spheres, as well as in the report of the
"Linguistic approach E. Benveniste" by Yu. P.
Sereda.

One more interesting report "Problems of phi-
losophy in the creative inheritance of Aurelius Au-
gustinus" was presented by A.S. Smirnov, E.G.
Fysun and focused on the problems of religious
philosophy and its ethical content, that is quite rel-
evant today. The specified theme was continued in
the report "Philosophical-anthropological context".
I. A. Yakovenko revealed the topic of religion and
theology in more detail in the report "Catholicity
as Orthodox-theological creative approach”. The
reports by A. I. Abdula, T. G. Marchenko, Yu. A.
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Azarova, O. V. Danilkova about the "Anthropolog-
ical aspects and the problem of free will" were
meaningful enough. V. P. Kulichenko represented
the problem of "Non-linear thinking as the world
creation of modern man", V. A. Samarska reported
on "Nature as subject of individual's responsibil-
ity".

Summarizing this conference, it is worth saying
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that the science is developing rapidly. Despite a
large number of participants, topics were not re-
peated but complemented each other. Taking into
account the timeliness of the papers presented, we
can conclude that the conference confirmed the
relationship between philosophy and other sciences
and revealed all the essential facets of human ex-
istence in modern conditions.

Prof. Dr. Phil. V. V. Khmil, (Ukraine) recommended this article to be published
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
