The financial sphere is closely connected with information and ways of
processing, so the development of information technologies makes a significant
impact on traditional finance. One of the spheres, which know the greatest
contribution, is banking activity. In this case, not only the features of the work of
traditional institutions change, but also the emergence of new methods of organizing
banking and other participants in the market. The greatest potential for creative
destruction can directly be P2P lending. It doesn’t just create additional
opportunities for prospective clients, but it also creates creditors, but it can also
become a source of additional risks for the financial system.

P2P lending is most popular in the market of consumer loans (loans granted to
individuals). The main problem of consumer P2P lending is the effective
determination of the individual credit risk of the individual borrower in the process of
providing P2P credit. It is especially difficult to assess individual credit risk in the
conditions of a financial crisis, when the risks of the external environment change

quickly and unpredictably. The approach outlined in the work is aimed at reducing



the investor's risk and the stable development of P2P lending in a period of economic
instability (crisis).

In general, interdependencies between the volume of loans, interest rates, terms
of loans, income of borrowers are similar to those that arise in the traditional
banking system. This may be evidence of the significant potential of peer-to-peer
lending in replacing banks on the financial market. That is why the risks that can be
generated by this need further research.

The article is devoted to definition content, disadvantages, advantages and
features of P2P (person to person) lending in times of crisis. The main problem of
P2P lending in the period of significant changes in environmental factors is a high
risk of non-repayment of credit. In actual credit history defined performance using
qualitative and quantitative indicators to determine the level of solvency of borrowers
individual. Interrelation researched the credit risk of the borrower-class individual,
the interest rate (price) and maximum size P2P loan. Recommended consider the

impact of environmental factors in the decision to grant consumer loans to

individuals P2P.
