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The article deals with the features of the artistic embodiment of the Holodomor
in the creativity of Ukrainian diaspora poets of Canada — I. Temertey, A. Guy-
Golovko, O. Smotrytch, B. Mazepa. It is determined that the outlined topic is closely
intertwined with the poets’ biographies.

In 1. Temertey’s lyrics the Holodomor is defied through the artistic contrast
between the moral and physical deaths as a way of losing of national identity and
spirituality. The famine in Ukraine is also defined as a manifestation of brutality of
the totalitarian regime, from which I. Temertey was forced to flee. The latter fact is
related to the motive of personal liberty and freedom of the people.

O. Guy-Golovko accentuated the problem of ignoring the tragedy of
Holodomor to the world in a series of poems "1932-1933".

The most deeply (among Ukrainian-Canadian poets) the tragedy of famine is
opened in O. Smotrych’s poetic collection "1933". Among the dominant images there
are sound images of silence, funeral chants, howling dogs, shouting of the alive
human in a coffin. In the development of the Holodomor there is the modified
opposition village-city.

B. Mazepa compares the fate of the Ukrainian nation in 1933 with the fate of
Jesus Christ. In the development of the theme of the God’s murder poet expanded the
ideas of martyrdom, sacrifice, that are correlated to the number of thirty-three — the
age of the earthly life of Jesus Christ. Poet’s discourse of a generalized image of the
people is a reference to the scale of the tragedy of famine. The warning of repetition

of the tragic events is read in the subtext.
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
